entled Chaiatians,  We know that many of the
ehief prenchers of Christianity were arrested
gome  killod and others imprisoned, St au
wak then a prisoner in Rome,  And  another
nolable prisoner was the British king, Cavadog,
whom the Romans ealled Caraetacus,  Afler a
time Curaetacus was permitted toreturn home,
but several of his family rvetuived as state
prisoners, 8t Paul having aceess to them, so
tho legend says, mude many  converts in the
household, They wore Bran, Llin and Claudia,
fathor, xon and danghter of Caractacus, Weo
are furthor told that this Brn, who had been n
Druid, after beeoming a convert to Christianity,
yrotwrned to his native Jand as an cmngclin't-.
This is lugend, but theve is nothing improbable
in the story. I is thought that Claudia is the
British princess who was married to Pudens,
gon of n Homaun senntor,  In St. Paul’'s xecond
epistle ta Thmothy Claudia, Linus and Pudens
arve all mentioned together.  Isn't it likely St.
Taul’s triendg were the childrven of Carnctuens?
Othor traditional accounts coulil be given, but
n short mention of one more will sutlico, The
Jows haviag o speeial onmity to Joseph of
Arvimathey, Tmzarus,  Mavtha and  Mary,
bunished them. Tis said  Joseph, with the
hioly womon, reached Britain, and founded the
tirst church, This is called & mythieal story,
but this is certain that no plaee in England has
over attempled to rival Glastonbury as the sito
of tho fivst DBritish Christian settloment,  Cer-
tainly tho .A\lmstn]ic Churebh in 1his land i3 in
digputable. L have hewnd many erroneous ideas
in vogard to the part Henry XL played in
advancing the eause of the true Catholie and

.. HARD TIMES,

There are a-good many ways of considering

this subject. We may view the matter froma

political standpoint, it so inclined, and lay the
blame for thé present business liepres'sion on
one or the other of the two great parties which
divide the people.  Or we may wax vividly de-
seriptive and portray all the miseries und fore-

tell all the horrora of hard times until people

would prefer we chunge the subject. - Or we
may talk Jearnedly about the turift and show
that it is a wonderful blessing (heavily dis-
guised) or an ingenious robbery, according as
we find ourselves on the Republican or Demo-
eratic side of the fence.

For myselt it never mattered materially whe-
ther times were hard or soft, bad or good., In
fact, to clorgymen generally—-it the matter be
considered only from a seliish point of view--
hird times are preferable to good times, For
when the times are hard the salary vemains
about the same, and, prices being much lower,
clergymen have more financial power, wherens
when times are good there is no increase in the
sulury (never !) and prices show a decidedly up-
ward tendency. Nevertheless ns wo are all
members one of another and the hurt of one
member i3 to n cortain extent the hurt of the
whole body we are willing to vegird hard times
a8 akore evil, 1 something to be deplorved and
lu be serinusly considered with a view to some
change for the botter.

Bul ¥ 1o not propose to view hard times either
from a political, an economic, u dc.s(-.)'iptivc, or
a selfish stundpoint,  Let others wiser and
hetter equipped tor the undertaking study the
matter in any or all of theso aspects, If they
tell ws anything specially profound and inter-
esting weshall be glad,  For ourselves we pre-
fer to jot down what we know and leave the
rest for those who know better,

Suppose, then, we ask and try to answer this
question, What, aceording to the Bible, is the
religious significance of hard times 2 What in-
struction as to God’s purpo. es und our own con-
duet do such times impart ?

1. Weare being taught patience. As apeo-
ple we are the mostimpatient in the world, We
do overything with a rush and a feverish rest-
lessness,  In hard timos we learn to “ go slow,”
to watch and wait and be eareful. Also we learn
eeopoiny,  As a peoplo we nre wasteful., It is
said the French could live on what we throw
away. The stern pressure of these ovil days
will teach us us nothing else can the value of
cconomy and the folly of extravagance. Also
such time brings out mutual helpfulness, for-
bearance and sympathy.  There is always suf-
fering, God only knows how much, even in the
best of times, but then we do not notiee it, The
well-to-do go on making money and taking care
of themselves, They are too busy to notice the
acensional ery of suffering. But here comes a
wide spread reduction of prices, a lowering of
wages, a loss of lnbor, the crash of many private
and publie enterprises, which, to a certain ex-
tent, i3 felv everywhere. Then the sweet sym-
pathies of buman nature ave ealled forth, God's
children learn selfsacrifice. Greed and selfish-
ness et vebulced and the people aro chastened
into sober considerate beings,

Above all, God, by these times, is telling us
to think about our sixs.  Ho punishes nations as
well ax individuals. ITe would have us remem-
ber not only the erimes which are a reproach
to aur nation, but the many failings which be-
sot us as respectable members of soeioty, pride,
strife for eredit and position, boastfulness, want
of real faith, insincerity, spitefulness and self
indulgence. He is telling.us that groat as is
the power of money it cannot do everything. It
cannot buy health or strength of mind nor can
it do aughtin the purchase of that priccless
possession, a good conscience. It may give us
Axminster carpets to walk on and dress us in
velvots and diamonds, but it cannat bribe: the

King of Terrors nor destroy his cold mansion,
the grave. Least of all it can it purchase a title
to heaven—no not even if you could lay a street
of dolid gold from here to the gates of the celes-

tial eity.

And God by these times is telling us -these
things and calling us to him, to think of him, to
draw near to him nnd to believe in and serve
him.  And when we obey, his blessing, just to
that extent which we ean rightly use and ap-
preciate, will surely come.

BROTHERHQOD OF ST. ANDREW
NOTES.

There is a chapter in The Church of St. John,

Dresden, in connection with the American
Chureh there,

It was decided early in the winter to hold the
annual Convention of the Brotherhood in the
Uuited States at the same time as the Church
Congress to be held in Chicago in Soptember
next. It has now been desided to Jimit the Con-
gress to the one day nllotted to the Church by
the World's Congross Auxiliary, and under theso
circumstances the Council of the Brotherhood
consider it fair to rc-open and re-consider the
question of holding the Convention in Chicago,

A new chapter in an Enstern city has among
its members a judge, who is also, by the way, a
deputy to the General Convention, The first
work the chapter took up was that of visiting
strangers who had come to church. The judge
took his list of names with the rest and one

evening started out to work. The first man he
called on was a newspaper reporter who had
sat for years in his court, but with whom he
never had exchanged a word. The judge says
that the reporter was the more surprised man of
the two. For many years he had looked up at
Ilis Honor with nothing to remove the barrier
between them, and now the Brotherhood had
came in and broken it.down.

The extension and growth of the Brotherhood
appears to sufter no diminution, Thereare now,
according to the “St. Andrew’s Cross” for
April, 960 chapters in the United States, 10
being reported as new chapters since March.
In Canada there are 114 chapters, 12 appearing
s new chapters in this month's magazine.

There are now 12 chapters and over 140 mem-
bers in the Australian Brotherhood.
A Provisional Council has been formed in New
