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. WONDERFUL WAYS OF IMPERIALIS M,

Tue French correspondant of the Standurd gives the fol-
lowing interestirg accounl of how M. Duruy came to be
appointed Minister of Public Instruction :—M. Duruy had
for along titne past beeu a teacher of history in oune of
the Parisian colieges.  His demoeratic opinions precluded
the hope of his advancement to any of the more lucrative
posts of the Universily, and he cked out his income by
writing ¢ historical compendiums’ ad usum scholarum,
which, through the influence of his publisher, M. Ilachette,
were ‘adopted by the Council of the University,” and
therefore aifurded a handsome addition to the scanty salary
of the professor. About two years since the Em peror,
who had already begun his ¢ Life of Cwsar,? in the course
of conversation with Marshal Randon, asked him if he
knew any one who would throw any light on the subject.
The Marshal is o French protestant, and so is M. Duruy,
and all French proiestants appear to he actuated towsrds
cach other with that kindly feeling which distinguishes
Scotchmen with us, and he mentioned M. Duruy ag likely
to know something ubout it. ¢ Very well,’> replied the
Juperor, ‘there can be no harm in secing him.  Bring him
to wme on such a duy.’

The Marshal duly fulfilled the Imperial behest, and on
the day sppointed M. Duruy was ushered into the pressnce.
Be described himself as somewhal nervous, but the ease
with which the Ewmperor plunsed in medius res soon re-
lieved him.  ¢You are a protessoc of history, M. Duruy,’
quoth the Bmperor, alter what the reporters call a few in-
woductory remarks. ¢ Now [ want you to give me a les-
son. Beas concise as you can, and speak frankly. Le
me have your opinion on the reign of the Cwsars.” M
Duruy, (whose preseuce cf mind, by the way, must be ad
witted to be great,) was rather perplexed, but reflected tha
after allhe had, if the worst came to the worst, his pro-
fessorship and his books to full back upon, o he détévrmin-
ed 1o speak out, und forthwith delivered a concise lecture
on the twelve Ceesurs.  When he had done, the Emperor
said, ¢ Wetl, how long did this kind of thing last 27 About
two hundred years, sive.” ¢« Lh bien, mon cher Monsieur.
(replied the Iimperor,) en politique ¢'est lu ce qu’ on ap
pelle le succes.”  With this he rose, und the interview ter-
minated, leaving poor M. Duruy ina state of painful per-
plexity as to the impression he had produced.

About six months later he was agreeably surprised at
being promoted to the rank of Inspecteur 4’ Academie, aud
in addition a lecrureship at lhe Beole Normale was created
expressly for him.  Since then he was oceasionally sum-
moned to the Tuilevies, aud bad varioas interviews with
the lBmperor, very much of the sune nature as the fist.
Last January avother pleasant surprise was in store fot
him—he was named Inspector-General of Schools, and
likewise Lecturer on istory at the Polytechuie School.
Surprise number three, however, was the greatest of all.
He was engayed in his inspection  duties down at Angers,
when, 10 his wutense ¢ stonishment, the locul prefeet waited
upon him in full uniform, and, with marks of the most pro-
found respect, handed to him a telegraphic despatch to the
effect that His Majesty had appointed him Minister of Pub-
lic Instruciion.  Such is the wue, full, and particular his-
tory ot this singular appointment.

HEOW TO ESCAPE FROM FIRE

The Superintendent of the London Kirve Brigade has de-
vised the following very judicious direetions for aiding por-
sons to escape from premises on five :

1. De carcful to acyunint yourself with the best means of
exit from the house both at the top and bottom.

2. On the first alarm reflect before youauct. If in bed
at the time, wrap yourself in a blanket, or beside a carpet.
Open no more doors than are absolutely necessary, and shut
every door after you.

3. There is alwnys from cight to twelve inches of pure
air close to the ground ; if you cannot, therefore, walkk up-
right through the smoke, drop on your hands and knces
and thus progress. A wetted silk handkerchief, . piece of
flannel, or o worsted stocking dvanwn over the face, permits
breathing, and toa great extent excludes the smolke.

4. Il you can neither make your way upwards or down-
wards, get into a front room ; and if there is o funily, sce
that they are all collected here, and keep the door close as
much as possible, for remember that smoke always follows
a deaft and fire always rushes after smoke.

5. On no account throw youwsclf, or allow others to
throw themselves from the window.  If no wssistance is
hand and you ave iunextremity tic the sheets together hav-
ing fustened one end tosome hicavy picce of furniture, and
let down thie women nud children one by one, by tying the
end of the line through the window that is over the door,
ather than one.that is over the area.  Yon cun casily Jet
yoursclt down alter the helpless have heen saved.

G. 10 woman’s clothes enteh fire Tet her inslantly voll
herself over and over on the ground ; if aman he present,
let him throw her down and do the like, and then wrap her

THOMAS CARLYLE'S ACCOUNT OF HIS PATHER,

T 1inixg, said Carlyle, of all the men I huve ever known, my
father was quite the remarkablest.  Quite a furmer sort of
person, using vigilant thrift and careful husbandry ; aided
by veracity and faith, and with an extruordinary insight into
the very heurts of things and men. He was an elder in the
kirk; and it was very pleasant to see hiw in his daily and
weekly relations with the minister of the parish. They had
been friends {rom their youth, and had grown up together
in the service of their common Master.~ That parish min:
ister was the first person th-t taught me Latin ; and [ am
not sure but that he laid a great curse on me in so deing.
Ah, sir, this learning of reading and writing '—what trouble
and suftering it entails upon us” poor human creatures, He
that increaseth in knowledge increaseth in sorrow; and
much study is a weariness to the flesh. I am not sure bat
that we should all be the happier and better, too, without
what is called the improvements of the modern ages. For
wmine own part, [ think it likely that I should have been a
wiser man, and certainly a godlier, if I had followed in my
father’s steps, and left Lutin and Greek to the fools who
wanted them,

After giving this single instance of the imperfectness of
his father's wisdom in esteeming too highly a learning of
which ho was fortunately deprived bimself, Mr. Carlyle
went on (o tell his guest that the lust time he ever saw his
father wus on his journey {rom Craigenputtock ¢ to this mo-
dorn Babylon, with 2 manuseript in my band of which you
wmay tave keard, Sartor Resartus by name, hound to see if
there were any chance to have it travsiuted into print. I
came here,’ he said bitterly, ‘upoa this fool's errand, and
saw my father no more,” hearing within a few days of his
death, which moved him to speak hus of the old man’s life
and character : ¢ Ah, sir, he wasaman into the four corners
of whose house there had shined, through the years of his
pilgrimage by day and by night, the light of the glory of
God, Like Encch of old, he had walked with God, and at
last he was not, for God took him. If I could only sce such
men now as were my father and his minister— men of such
fearless truth and simple faith—with such firmness in hold-
ing on to the things which they believe, in saying and doing
only what they thought was right; in shunning and hating
the thiug they felt to be wrong—I should have far more
:lol)e for this British nation, uud, indeed, for the world at
arge,
