1.—Submitted a report from the City Attorneys ‘‘re”
proposed amendment to the City Charter concerning mat-
ters in connection with the finances of the City of Mon-
treal.

3. —Submitted a report from the Chief Engineer trans-
milting a list of the proposed salaries for 1912, for .the
clerks and workmen employed in the different shops of
the Road and Water departments.
