2. In accordance with the provisions of Article XV of the above-ment
agreement, the telecommunication operating services of the United NM
shall be entitled to the righits and boun-d bv the obligations of this Conv(
and of the Jiegulations annexed thexeto. Accordingly, they slial be en
to attend ail conferences of the Union, including mieetings of the Interna
Consultative Conmittees, in a consultative capacity. They shall not be e
for election to any organ of the Union, the 'Members of which are elet
a plenipotentiary or administrative conference.
