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ARTICLE 7
Entry into Force, Amendments, Termination and Suspension

1. The Parties shall notify each other, through exchanges of diplomatic
notes, of the completion of the internal procedures required for this Agreement
to enter into force.

2 This Agreement shall enter into force on the first day of the second
month following the receipt of the last diplomatic note referred to in the
preceding paragraph.

3 The Parties may amend this Agreement by mutual consent through
exchanges of diplomatic notes. Such amendments shall enter into force
according to the procedures defined in paragraphs 1 and 2 of this Article.

4. Each Party may at any time terminate this Agreement or temporarily
suspend all or part of its application by giving to the other Party a 30-day notice
in writing to that effect through diplomatic channels. The Parties also understand
that termination or suspension of this Agreement shall not affect citizens who
hold any document issued pursuant to Article 4 or citizens already admitted
under the provisions of this Agreement.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF the undersigned, being duly authorized thereto by
their respective Governments, have signed this Agreement.
