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generously than the aforesFid countries, to hLose of her citizens who have suffered dis-
ability or the dependents of those who have been killed daring service, and under the
proposed scale, Canadas pensions wiJI cezi:inue te exceed those paid by the said
countries.

SUPPLKME-NTAIRY PENSIONS.

(1) Widows and Children.-
At the outbreak of hostilitie-3 British, ?Belgian, French, Italian and ether Allied

reservists were recalled to their ec untry's forces overseas in considerable numxbers, their
familles remaining in Canada. Owing to t-ie lower scale of separation allowance pre-
vailing in those countries and applicable to the said familles, assistance was given themn
by the Canadian Patriotic Fund (see EvidEnce of Sir Herbert Ames, page 202 of the
printed evidence). Accoriing to informat.on received from the Canadian Patrkto
Fund the number of widow3 of such British and Allicd reservists, who are domiciled in

Canada, will flot exceed 450, and your Coemmittee have agreed to commend to the
consideration of this bHuse and the Geverament the awarding of a supplementary
pension, whîch when added t: the amouni received by the said widows and their
chuldren froin their respective Governments 4viIl equal the amount cf pension payable
te the widows and children of members of -he Canadian Forces. This s-applementary
pension will be paid only wbiîle such wiéows and ch-ildren continue te resid3e in
Canada.

(2) Reservists and Otier IMembers cf mçverial l1nits.-
Your Committee have aisù considered the representations made by the Great War

Veterans, the Insperial Vcterans of Canada, the Grand Army of Canada, the Fîrst
Degree Veterans cf France, the Iendon Cimbner cf Commerce, the Associated Cana-
dians of the Royal Naval Volunteer Reserve, and by Canadians suffering disability

who are now receiving a Britsh pension oaly, an& who were, at the outbreak cf the

war, aise domiciled and resident ini Canaca, and have unanimously agreed te cern-
mead to the consideration of this leuse and the Governmnent the awarding of a

supplementnry pension te suct Imperial pe-asicners which, when added to the amount

received by them frons their respeetive Goveruments, will equal the amount cf pension
payable te similarly disablcd mnembers cf tke Cauiadian Forces.

Accord'iag te figures 3ubmitted te ye-ir Cominittee, about 2,000 supplemcntary

pensions would be granted. uncler these recoznxendations. The expenditure for, these

supplementary pensions wxvuld net exceed in the aggregate $500,000.00 per annum.

The provisions miade in tiâe Bill hereto -appended in respect te sueh supplementary

pensions are contained in Sections 46 and 47.

NIJMI3ER 0F PENSIONS AND~ AMOIJNT 0F LIABILITY.

The total number of disabi1ý,y pensiciers, as cf the 3lst cf Marclh, 1919. was

44,726 (net including wivý,s or ehildren) 2-or whom the Government then carried a
yearly liability cf $7,476,167.96. The total aruiner cf dependent pensieners, as cf the

anme idate, was 16,888 (net including childresn), for whem the Goverament then carried

a yearly liability cf $9,&8Ef,939.5C, or a totat cf 61,G14 pensioners cf aIl classes and a
total yearly liability there _or :)f $17,113,10> .46.

It is anticipated that a-n aildirional 36,OMl pensions for disabilities will be awarded
uuring the fiscal year April let, 1919, to Mlarch 3lst, 1920, with a yearly ]iability cf

$5,400,000.00, under the present rEtes or $6,5ffl.000.00 under the proposed rates includ-
ing the bonus.

It is anticipated tbat an additional t,000 pensions for deaths will be awarded

d'oring the fiscal yenr April lst, 1919, te TMarch 3lst, 1920, witb a yearly liabi1ity cf

$2,000.000.00, under the present rates or $2,--00,ûÇMl.00, un-der the proposed rates includ-
îng the bonus.

The total yearly liabilty at the prese-ni rates cf pension will therefore 1-e prx

mnately $25.000,000.00. Addinlg to this tlie eost cf the proposed bonus uny ments and
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
