With leave of the Senate,

On motion of the Honourable Sir James Lougheed, it was
Ordered, That commencing on Tuesday next, unless differently ordered, there shall

be two distinct sittings of the Senate every day, the first sitting to commence at 11

o'clock, a.m., until 1 o'clock, p.m., and the second sitting to commence at 3 o'clock, p.m.,

and that all Standing and iSelect Committees of the SenSte be permitted to sit while

the Senate is in Session, notwithstanding anything contrary in E-ule 86.

The Honourable Mr. Dennis called the attention of the Senate to the cost of

reporting and publishing the Senate Debates, and inquired if it is the intention of the

Honourable the Leader of the House to take any action with the view to discontinuing

the official reporting and publishing thereof.
