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not understand and appreciate the point. My
right lion. friend says further that this docu-
ment was properly withheld from parlia-
nient because the proposal was not enter-
ta!ned. Well, let us see whether or not the
proposai was entertained in whole or in
pîx rt, and I shall not offer any apology for
îeading at this stage the whole of this in-
teresting document in order that we may see
what the proposal was and whether or not
it did form the basis of that measure which
has so recently been discussed in this House

Sir,-Your petitioners desire to memorialize

your government in regard to the construction
of a first-class line of railway from the nor-
thern terminus of the Grand Trunk Railway,
at, or near, North Bay, Ont., through to the
Pacifie coast, for the reasons and upon the con-
ditions herein set forth.

Let me point out to the right lon. gen-
tleman who says that this proposai has
not been entertained, that this is part of the
very railway project which we have been
discussing during the past two sessions,
and that the gentlemen who signed this
communication are the promoters of the very
company, the charter for which has. been
rnssed through this House. Therefore, let
me say that this proposal, far from not
being entertained, has been entertained to
that extent, although something else bas
been added to it. Then the claimants pro-
ceed.

lst. That it is considered very desirable and
in the public interests that there should be,
without any unnecessary delay, a second trans-
continental railway reaching from the Atlantic
ocean to the Pacifie ocean, in order that ad-
ditional facilities may lie provided for the
large growing business in the North-west, which
might otherwise find its outlet through Ameri-
can channels.

The same idea and almost the very words
li which the right hon. gentleman last
year introduced the very measure whieh we
have been discussing in parliament during
the past and present sessions. Yet the right
hon. gentleman says that no portion of
this proposal bas been at any time enter-
tained. There is the very proposai lie has
been putting through parliament and there
is the very reason offered in support of 't
which lie has urged upon the House. Yet
lie says tiis document was justly withheld
from parliament for a year and a half lie-
cause it was not entertained in any sense or
in any part. The document proceeds as
follows:

2nd. That your petitioners propose, as soon
as authorized by your government, to under-
take the construction of such a line from North
Bay, Ontario, or some other point north there-
of, to lie defined, to the Pacifie coast, the ter-
minus to lie at or near Port Simpson, with all

necessary branches along the route, to be
designated.

So far as the western division is conceri-
ed, with the exception of the line from North
Bey to Winnipeg, this is exactly the pro-
position, with the same terminus, which was
bi ought down by the goverument and dis-
cussed in parliament during last session
a'nd this. Yet the right lon. gentleman
ventures to say, in the face of that, thoughi
the document has been li possession of tlie
government during all this time, that this
proposal did not relate in any way to the
project we have been considering in parlia-
ment for so long a period. The document
proceeds:

'that your petitioners, therefore, ask that
their application for ýauthority to construct
such line of railway to be called ' Grand Trunk
Pacifie Railway ' shall be granted.

Well, now, my right bon. friend is in
rather a curious position as to that. He
says this is a confidential document. Then,
what warrant had lie to disclose it to bis
colleagues ? If he had warrant to dis-
elose it to his colleagues, lie certainly had
warrant ulder paragraph 3 to disclose it
to parliament, for the simple and sufficient
reason that parliament was the only body
that could give the power asked for in
this paragraph :

4th. That your petitioners will be prepared,
immediately an agreement is entered into by
the government, and the concessions herein-
after mentioned are sanctioned by an Order in
Council, to place g corps of engineers in the
field, both at the eastern and western ends and
at other points on the projected line.

I would like to know, if it was not under
the proposal contained in that fourth par-
agraph, then, how was it, that engineers
were put upon certain portions of that
proposed line before the Bill of last ses-
sion became law on the 24th of October ?
We find the very scheme carried out that
is set forth in that fourth paragraph ? They
did not wait for the passing of the Bill to
place the surveyors and engineers on the
proposed line. They did as they had pro-
posed to the government. The document
proceeds :

5th. That the routes to lie selected shall lie
submitted to and approved by the government,
after proper surveys have been made.

Again we have the very schene that has
been discussed and considered in parlia-
ment during these last two sessions :

6th. That as soon as the plans and routes are
approved, work shall be commenced and the
road shall be completed and in operation with-
in a period of five years from the time the
Act is in force.

The very terms of the contract which was
brought down by the goverument last year.
And when my right bon. friend tells us
that this document would have been of no
assistance to parliament in considering
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
