I was informed to-day
by a large shipper who has just returned
from Montreal that the Allan line of steam-
ers and the Canadian Pacific Railway line
of steamers had contracted all their available
freight space to Armour, of Chicago, and
that Canadian shippers who desired to send
by either of these lines would have to nego-
tiate with the Armours. I understand that
the Canadian government are giving a sub-
sidy to these steamers for carrying mails.
