2. Owing to the recent economic sanctions en-
forced against Rhodesia and in which Canada is
taking part, what kind of Canadian and Rhodeslan
products are subjected to the sanctions?

Hon. Robert H. Winters <Minister cf Trade
and Commerce>: 1. A complete record of
domestic exports to Rhodesia for the years
1963 and 1964 has been published in the
report Exports by Countries, January-
December 1964 (Dominion Bureau of Statis-
tics catalogue number 65-003) obtainable
from the Queen's Printer, Ottawa, and availa-
ble for reference in ail public libraries and in
the parliamentary library. A complete record
of imports from. Rhodesia i the same years
has been publlshed in Imports by Countries,
January-December 1964 (Dominion Bureau of
Statistics catalogue number 65-006), and is
available in the same manner. Available de-
tail for 1965 has been published in the
January-June 1965 issues of Exports by
Countries and Imports by Countries.

Prior to 1964 trade with Rhodesia was flot
recorded separately, but formed part of trade
with the Federation of Rhodesia and
Nyasaland, along with trade with the succes-
sor countries of Malawi and Zambla.

2. (a) A ban has been placed on experts of
the following goods te Rhodesia: Arms and
military equipment; petroleum, and petroleumn
products.

(b) A ban bas been placed on imports cf
the following geods inte Canada: tobacco cf
Rhodesian enigin; sugar of Rhodesian enigin;
chrome ores and concentrates of Rhodesian
enigin; ferrochrome of Rhodesian origin; as-
bestos, unmanufactured, cf Rhodesian enigin;
meats, sterile, canned, cooked, of Rhodesian
enigin.

(c) Preferential tariff rates have been with-
drawn from Rhodesian geods and they are
now subject te the General Tariff.

(d) Expert credit guarantee facilities under
section 21A of the Expert Credits Insurance
Act have been withdrawn and insurance un-
der that Act is not available for experts te
Rhodesia.

(e) Ail goeds experted frem. Canada te
Rhodesia are now subi ect te the requirement
of an export permit.
