I have myself commissioned the Bibeau
report on the effectiveness of the public servants training
program. The Bibeau report should be submitted to the
Treasury Board within a few weeks. We will find a lot of
information in this report, and I hope that after we have
received the Bibeau report, which I have undertaken to
table in the House, we will be able to make a review of the
whole problem. I would also like to point out to the House
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
