(a) From April 3, 1985 to August 31, 1985, a total of 10 
seizures of pornographic material and hate literature and 
approximately 1,700 detentions were effected.

{b) During the same period in 1984, a total of 23 seizures 
and approximately 1,700 detentions were effected.

“Seizures” of material relate to material which is not prop­
erly declared by the importer at the time of entry and is 
considered to be smuggled, misdescribed or enclosed in 
another package. “Detentions” of material relate to material 
which is properly declared by the importer at the time of entry 
and is determined to be prohibited. In such instances, the 
material is either voluntarily re-exported by the importer or 
detained by Customs for disposition.

In addition, a significant amount of material is submitted in 
advance of importation to Customs for review and for an 
opinion regarding its admissibility into Canada. From April 3, 
1984 to October 15, 1984, 1,365 items were submitted for 
review and from April 3, 1985 to October 15, 1985, 2,139 
items were submitted.

It is estimated that in fiscal year 1985/86, National Health 
and Welfare will spend $1.6 million on literature and advertis­
ing to discourage smoking. Of this total amount, $1.2 million 
will be spent on advertising with the balance being spent on 
related educational and informational materials.
