HISTORICAL.

The story of Port Moody takes us back to 1880, when it
was made the statutory terminus of the C. P. R. on the Pacifie
Coast. The government of those days, built the line from
Lavina to Port Moody and made a present of it to the
Canadian Pacific Railway. The idea of going any further
than Port Moody was ridiculed by Sir Charles Hrbb\qrt Tupper
on the floor of the House, and Van Horne, of the C. P. R,
declared that by making Port Moody the terminus, they were
