At
4 o'clock in the morning the Russians
Zpproached’ without being seen, cut
ihe wire ’obstacies in many places,
threw themselves upon the German
hats, flung hand grenades thru the
windows, and after a hand-to-hand en-
counter, destroyed the whole post. Six
irieoners ‘'were taken, In spite of a
heavy fire from the south the Rus-
sians retired successfully with insig-
nificant 1dsses.
