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Thus the difgraccful Defeat of our Army,

the Difreputation ot our General, the Deftruc-

tion of our Subjedls, the Expence of the Ex-

pedition, and Dilhonour of the Nation, might

have been prevented.
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But alas ! fuch has been the undeviating

Cullom of the Englijh^ fince the Adminiftra-

tion of the late Earl of Or

dj to bear Iiifultg

from all Na'ions inattentively, 'till the Reler-

voir of Injuries being full, the Banks are brokca

down, and the Torrent of Refentment ruQi-

ing forth with too much Impetuofity, deftroy^

bv it's Violence and Quantity, the very Bene-

fit which it would otherwife have afforded by

being deliberately and juftly difpenfed abroad.

Too flow in our Revives in the Begin-

ning, and too impetuous in the Execution of

them at laft, the Zeal for doing, too frequent-

ly defeats the Reafons a^Jd Powers which con-

duit and fupport our Enterprizes,
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There are not wanting indeed Men well

acquainted with thofe Parts of America^ who,

with great Appearance of Truth, and Force of

Argument, alledge, that a few armed Veflels

on the Lake Ontario^ would have fecured us

g fafe and eafy Conqucft of Niagara and For^
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
