Is That of Reception and Legislation,
for the First Year of the
New Century.

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RESPONSIBLE DUTIES AWAIT IT,

Long Bill of Fare for Proposed

Legislation Passed Yesterday—
Gas Co. and Exhibition.

In some very impértant respects the Re-
ception Committee of the Council of 1901
will be the most important committee of the
year. Upon the committee will devolve the
decision of the clvic arrangements in. com-
nection with the- demise of the greatest sov-
ereign of history and the accession of the
new King. The Reception Committee in all
pycbability will also havd to arrange for a
fitting reception to the heir apparent, when,
as Is expected, he visits Toronto before the
clcse of the year. Then again there is
much to be looked after in connection with
the interests of the city and the Pan-Amerl-
can Exhibition at Buffalo, Such a commit
tee should be composed of good material.

The *~'*ia] meeting of the year was held
yesterday, when Ald. Cox (chairman) and
his' confreres gave proof of intelllgense,
ability and promptness of the best order.
They were called upon to send a long list
of applications for legisiation at the forth-
coming session of the Ontario Legislature.

City Solicitor Caswell had prepared a long
bill of particulars, but the committee added
to this a few paragraphs which will be the
most important in the whole docament. One
covered the practical wiping-out of the €on-
mee acot regulating negotiations for the pur-
chase by muaicipal corporations of gas,
electric light, water and other companies.
Another provided for the. punchase of the
Consumers’ Gas Company and piant by the
city of Toronto. Ald. Urquhart took the
lead in these matters. They were legacles
from the old Council, which he did noc be-
lieve in secing neglected.

Ald. Urqubart was supported by Ald.
Starr, Oliver and Woods in his notieg of
legisiation looking to the extinction of the
Toronto Blectoral District Soclety as a
governing influence in the Industrial Exhi-
bition Association.

Legislative: Bill of Fare,

Below 's the amended legislative bill of
fare as it sands. The committee sruck out
a notice for regulation of rolier skating and
a proposal to amend the Municipal Act by
auvthorizing Councils to expend money in
ceiebrations on the birthday of the regin-
ing sovereign, in celebrating Labor Day
or ahy other public holiday:

Power for the Mayor or chairmsn of a
committee holding an investigation to ad-

minister oaths to witnesses who may be|
giving evidence before such committee. |

Amend section 708 of the Municipal Act
by striking out the words ‘‘in the name of'"’
and insorting ‘“by or on behalf of,” so that
couvictions founded on information ladd by
police officers shall be good even if a part |
of the penalty does not go to the informer.

Amend tae Municipal Act so as to permit
several bylaws for separate works of a like
pature to be scheduled and passed together.

Amend sub sectlon 5 of section 550 of the
Munfcipal Act so that traffic upon narrow
streets or lanes may be prohibited from go-
ing in one direction named in the bylaw.

Amend section 674 of the Municipal Act
by inserting the word “subway’ after the
word “bridges”’ wherever it o¢ccurs thru-
out the section.

Amend section T of the Assessment Act
by abolishing all exemptions.

Provide that in cities of 100,000 inhabi-
tents or more, instead of complying with
sections 182, 153, 154 and 155 of the Assess-
ment Act in reference to the list of lands
liable to be sold for taxes, the treasurer
shall supply to the clerk a list of lands
liable to be sold for taxes, in duplicate, one
of which is to remain on file with the City
Clerk, and the other furnished to.the As-
sessor; that the Assessor shall make his re-
turn upon the list furnished to him, and
file the same with the City Clerk, who shall
make a copy of such return upon the dupli-
cate list previously furnished to him by
the Treasurer, and thereupon return the list
with the Assessor's entries thereon to the
T easurer, which shall have all the force and
effect of a Mst furnished under the sald sec-
tions.

Provide that all lands exempt from taxa-
Hion when sold, and not thereafter exempt
from taxation, shall be liable for all taxes,

both general and local 1mpmvemen¢sht?}:‘x;

Provided for by a Bill Passed Yes-
terday at Washington—Other
Measures Passed.

Washington, Jan. 21.—The House to-day,
after devoting some time to Distriet of
Columbia business, passed’ a number of
bills under suspension of the rules. They
were : - To provide a home for aged and
infirm colored people out of the fund now
in the Treasury to the credit of the de-
ceased oolored soldiers, amounting to about
$230,000; to establish a branch soldiers’
home at Johnson City, Washington County,
Tenn., and to increase the salary of the
Commissioner of Educatlon of Puerto Rico
from $3000 to $4000.
