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Two of our teachers, Mr. and Mrs. J. H. MacVicar have
this year left us and have gone to engage in Mission work
in Honan, China.

The teachers hold a prayer mecting each sabbath after
the school is dismissed, and business meetings are held
regularly.

The attendance on Sabbath evenings averages from 60
in the summer to 120 in the winter, and on Thursday
