The present year, the occasion of the
celebration of the Queen’s Jubilee, was

Senator' Prowse endorsed all said
about Her Majesty’s nobility of charac-
ter and the great good which had come
to Canada and the Empire during her
long reign. He did not, however, think
that it required an Aect of Parliament
to embalm the memory of England’s
Queen jn the hearts of her loyal subjecty
in Canada. This country was not ¢alled
upon to sacrifice the earuings of its
laboring classes by adding another to the
list of public holidays of the country.

Hon. David Mills thought theére
might be some force in the objection
raised if Parliament in passing the pre-
sent act bound the future generstion.
In passing the bill, however, Parliament
was simply giving at present expression
to a feeling of loyalty and devotion to the
Queen, and if later it was thought wise

Pentangulshene, Ont., April 80.—A large
meeting of lumbermen and others from
Pentanguishene, Midland, Victoria Harbor
and Waubaushene and surrounding country
was heid at the Town Hall here to-night
to discuss the tariff, especially with refer-
ence to the lumber duty. The following
resolution was unanimously adopted :
‘“I'nat, as far as the general tariff is con-
cerned, we are in sympathy with the same,
especlally in regard to the preference givén
to countries admitting our goods free of
duty, which, in the opinion of the meeting,
is a step in the right direction ; but we
regret that lumber is put on the free list
without any stipulation to meet the Amerl-
can tariff on lumber ; >

* Resolved, that, under the present tariff,
the Americans take our logs to the United
States and saWw them into lumber, the better
grad which find a home market, while
the courser grades ure shipped into Canada
free of duty.

*“I'hat, during the past season, millions
of feet were brought into the Province of
Untarfo, and that the lumber contracts for
the Citles of Toronto and Hamilton were
being filled by United States lumber ; that
this free importation of lumber inte Can-
ada, while we are shut eut from thelr
market, will not only have the effect of
destroying our lumber trade, but deprive
our laboring men of the work in manufuc-
turing the lumber that is used in Canada
but brought from the United® States ; also
lurge quantities of Southern pine are
brought into this country for ear building
and other purposes, to the detriment of
our trade ; it is therefore resolved that we
petition the Dominlon Government to place
the same duty on all lumber coming from
the United States as they charge us. It Is
uiso resolved that, in case the United
States puts a doty on Canadian lumber,
a llmlfnr } export duty be put on our
wwiqu and pulp-wood.
