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A BUSY MORNING FOR THE
- PROVINGIAL LEGISLATORS

Corporations and Accounts Committees Met This Morning
—Medical Council’s Bill May Be Considerably Modified

Before Being Presented

to the House

Fredericton, April 16—(Special)—There
s a decided air of business around the
legislative building this morning. The
Corporations and Municipalities commit-
tees are in session and the members of
the medical council who held their an-
nual meeting here Jast night -are in evi-
wence this morning.

It was the intention of the council to
have their bill considered by the law
committee today, but this was abandoned
in order that some idea of the feeling of

- the house should be obtained. The bill
is not withdrawn and it is among the pos-
sibilities that it will ‘be brought up for
consideration ‘next week. 1t is under-
stood that the promoters are willing that
the bill should be modified as to some of
its provisions relating to those who should
practice the healing arts. This is the sec-
tion to which the greatest objection has
been urged. s

The bill to amend the act incorporat-
jng the Canadian Terminal Railway Com-
pany was distributed today. The origin-
al act provides for a milway between
Vanceboro and the harbor of Tetang
mnear St. Géorge, the amendment sought
authorizes the company to comstruct a
yailway from L/etang to a point on the
St. John river near Fredericton “with
power to lay out a branch to connect
such line of railway with the town of St.
Stephen and such other branches: as the
company may deem proper.” The com-
pany also seek powers to generate elec-
trical power for all purposes and to utilize
fts bridges for genmeral purposes charging
tolls. L

The corporation commit met this
wmorning to consider the Tobique Pulp and
Faper Company's bill.

Mr. Tweeddale, the promoter, out
lined, in a general way, the great benefits
which would result to the county of Vie-
toria from the establishment of such an
industry as the proposed company contem-
plated. The bill, he said, had been be-
fore the committee last year, and had
been stood over for a year for further in-

i formation. It was then opposed by some
of the lumber and fishing interests, both
of which would be found carefully protect-
ed under the present bill. Some of the
promoters were large holders ‘of limits on
‘the Tohique and they were anxious to
manunfacture ‘the tops’ of the trees and
«mall lumber into pulp and so save hun-
dreds of thousands: of dollars at the pres-
ent time going to waste. It was pro-
posed to construet a dam which could
economically serve the purposes of the
vompany. At that point supplementary

wer could also be had from Aroostook

’alls. The Dominion government, he said,
pbsolutely safeguarded the fisheries. ¢

Among the main opponents of the bill
was the Tobique Salmop 'Club, composed
of  foreigners, who controlled salmon figh-
Ing and a large portion of the river, for
which they paid the province the magni-
ficent sum of $30 a vear. These people,
with their arbitrary rights were trying to
prevent the industrial development of the
province.

One day’s business of the proposed in-
dustry would bring more money into the
province than five years revenue from the
palmon club. He argued at some length!
nagainst sending out raw material to be
manufactured outside the province, and
favored the development of all industries
possible.

Employes of the Salmon Club had been
eirculating petitions against the bill, but
here before a committee was a delegation
of fourteen gentlemen representing three
quartens of the business interests of the
district, who at two hours’ notice, when
they heard the bill was to be opposed, had
taken the train to come here and support
ft.

H. A. Powell representing the promoters
gaid the bill sought the creation of a great
industry which would distribute over $400,-
000 a year in wages in this province and
he explained how, in the manufacture of
pulp and paper, practically the whole price
yeceived for the product was paid out for
yaw material and wages, mothing but a
little sulphur being imported to enter into
he manufacture.. There was a great econ-
|'omy also in combining paper making with
ihe manufacture of pulp as fully 1-3
@f the cost of pulp was in drying, tne
cost of which was obviated when the pa-
per mill was at the tail of the pulp 'mxll.
The great water power of the Tobique,
now going to waste would also be utihzgd
by the erection’ of a dam such as this i)l
proposed and &o far ‘as the ('lan}ages to
any party were concerned their interests
were amply safe guarded.

In regard to fisheries the Dominion had
ubsolute power to put an embargo on any
erection which would prevent salmon or

other fish from reaching their spawning |

grounds. Wl
All the rights asked in the bill were fur-
ther subject to such regulation as the gov-
ernor-in-council might see fit to impose.
R. B. Hanson contended that no plan
of the proposed work had been filed forin-
spection and therefore it was impossible
10 tell what the company proposed to do.
The interests opposed.to the bill were the
Jumber operators on the Tobique, the own-
ers of riparian rights on the stream and
{he salmon fishing interests. Today fhe
Tobique River was the only spawning
stream for the St. John River and the
Bay of Fundy. The Tobigue Salmon Club
was organized in 1900 and had spent thous-
ands of dollars in fostering and protecting
the salmon fishing. The club had 150 to
200 guardians every year during the spawn-
ing season with the result that the sal-
mon fisheries of the Tobique were exceed-
ingly valuable. The <lub had only two
salmon pools under lease from the prov-
ince, all the others having been acquired
from riparian owners. The club had
spent at least $50,000 in developing their
privileges and there was no provision in
the bill to compensate the club for the
destruction of those privileges. He con-
tended that there would be no room for
a fishway in the dam also that the refuse
from pulp would be detrimental to sal-
mon propogation. L
This matter affecting every riparan
owner along the St. John River and the
salmon fisheries of the St. John harbor
and Bay of Fundy. The _promoters of
the enterprise were not driven to erect

their works at Tobique Narrows there was
no waterfall there. The company could
just as well go further down the St. John
River where the stream was wider and
the salmon fisheries would not be so seri-
ously interfered with. .

¥. R. Taylor, representing the New
Brunswick Railway Co., the Alex Gibson
Railway and Mfg: Co., the Tobique Driv-
ing Co., and Lord Strathcona, who ov'vned
extensive riparian rights on the Tobique.
The sole promoters of this bill and mem-
bers of the company were American citl-
zens, Steteon Cutler & Co., and their sub-
sidiary companies. With the gsingle excep-

tion of J. E. Stewart, of Andover, every

lumber operator on the Tobique was op-
posed to the bill. The erection of the dam
and booms would necessarily very serious-
ly interfere with the lumbering operations
on the Tobique. He instanced the works
of the Vanburen Lumber Co., which the
legislature had strenuously objected to.
This company was asking the same thing
as regards the Tobique as the Vanburen
Company hag in its territory. All logs
come out of the lakes and streams of the
Tobique at the same time and this would
have to hold up all logs for ten days CT
more while they were being sorted, The
Tobique . was a navigable river and the
rights of navigation must be protegted,
but the erection of a dam at the Narrows
would absolutely stop navigation. Rafting
logs on the river would be stopped because
the rafte would be broken up in going
over the dam and thus the lumbering 1n-
dustries would be very seriously hamper-
ed. The promoters of the bill frankly ad-
mitted there was no natural water power
at the site of the proposed works and they
expected to bring electrical power from
Aroostook Falls. Then why not locate
their works at some other place along the
river where good holding grounds could
be found. The promoters of the bill
claimed that they would use and manu-
facture logs and trees now left in the
woods and now going to waste, when as
a matter of fact and by the sworn testi-
mony of practical lumbermen it was not
feasible or profitable to . drive such

No provision was made for compensat-
ing the owners of fishing privileges Which
would be wiped out mor for the Tobigue
log Driving Company, whose business
would be interfered ‘with, mer for small
lumber operators on the river. The com-
pany also asked the right to put piers,
booms and dams in the St. Jolin River
above and ‘below the Tobigue and he
thought the legislature would hesitate be-
fore giving any company such rights, He
claimed that the proposition should have

been well defined and plans of the dams,

and works filed for inspection of the com-
mittee so that all might see just what the
company Proposed to do.

Henry Hilyard said his company had
been operating on the Tobique for many
years. A- few years ago the legislature
granted a right to a company to buud a
‘dam at Plaster Rock. Experience had
proven that' that dam had been a great
injury to the lumbering indusiry on the
river. l.ogs were not allowed to pass over
the dam without being held up. His logs
were held up and he had found them be-
ing manufactured in a Plaster Rock mill.
He' had always regretted that he and
other Tobique operators, did not oppose
the erection of the dam at Plaster Rock.
It was now useless to raft logs above
Plaster Rock, because the rafts were
broken up and the logs scattered and lost,
and their business would almost be ruin-
ed if another dam was built. Tt cost more
now to drive logs down the Tobique than
it costs to drive them on the St. John
River from Grand Falls to St. John.

J. F. Gregory objected to the sectipn of
4he Dbill giving the company rights to erect
piers and booms on the St. John river.
This was a bill solely of American citizens
zvith mills at St. John and at Campbell-

on.

TYPE WAS ALL
“STUCK” BY HAND

Montreal Afternoon Papers in
Difficulty Yesterday Through
Failure of Gas Supply,

Montreal, April 16—(Special)—For the
first ‘time since the introduction of the
linotypes the big city aftermoon papers
had to be set by hand yesterday as the re-
sult of a failure in the gas supply, and
they presented a curious appearance, with
a varied assortment of type on their
pages, and a «ecided shortage of matter
owing to inability to get their copy set
u

p.

The trouble resulted from a break in

the big 24-inch trunk main which carries
gas from the Montreal Light Heat and
Power Company’s works at Delorimier to
the city necessitating the shutting off of
tbe gas' supply through the business sec-
tiori of the city. As a result there was no
gas to melt the metal for the typesetting
machines dnd for once the old hands had
to go back to the case and do the best
they could to get the papers out.
_ The break caused considerable trouble
in other directions, a nuniber of laundries
having to close down while tinners, tail-
ors .and others were bothered from lack
of fuel. The main was repaired during the
afternoon and everything is going on as
usual this evening.

To Prevent City of St. John from
Depositing Sewage, Between

It is understood that property owners
on the line of the Intercolonial Railway
between Stanley street and Gilbert’s lane
crossing intend applying to the.supreme
court for an injunction to restrain the city
of St. John from depositing sewage upon
their properties. There will likely be a
lively legal battle over this affair, owing
to the refusal of the railway department
to take action to recomstruct their sewers,
which have fallen into decay. ;

The sewers, it appeare, were constructed
many years ago under an arrangement be-
tween the old Town of Portland and the
I. C. R. Recently' the sewers have de
cayed and sewage now flows over several
properties.. City' Engineer Murdoch has
reported that the I. C. R, should make
repairs, but the railway authorities refuse
to take action.

JAPS BECOMING
“AMERICANIZED”

Nine Members of the Lower
 House of the Japanese Diet
Arrested for Bribery

Tokio, April 16—A tremenduvus semsa-
tion developed here today with the ar-
rest of nine members of the lower house
of the Diet, the nature of the charges be-
ing withheld. It is believed that bribery
in conmection with the recent ditticulties
of the Japan Sugar Company is alleged,
and there is great unrest in ‘the capital
as it is stated that some members of the
upper house are liable to arrest also,

‘A few weeks ago charges of fraud were
- brought against certain of the directors
of the sugar compamy, which is'.a big
concern capitalized at $12,000,000. The di-
rectors resigned and an investigation of
the affairs of the company followed.

A series of questionable transactions was
disclosed and the steck dropped from 50
to 60 points as a result of the exposure,
a large number of people including many
foreigners meeting financial ruin in the
slump.

The affair started an outcry from the
press and the public' which led to the
prosecution of a number of the directors
involved. These men were all high in
comimercial and political circles.© When
the nine members of the lower house were
taken into custody today, the charges
against them were not made public owing
to the connection of the defendant direct-
ors with politics. It is generally believed
that the investigation of the sugar com-
pany resulted in the exposure of bribery
in_the Diet.

\ The members arrested all belong to the
Seyukai, the dominant patty in  both
houses of the Diet.,

The arrests and the belief that further
arrests are to follow ‘have caused <con-
sternation in Tokio political and commer-
cial eircles. N

The following is' a comparative state-
ment of the value of exports to the Unit-
ed States from the port of St. John for
the quarter ending March 3lst, 1908 and
1909. The export of lumber to the United
States is the largest in the port’s history,
the value wf products of United States
logs amounting to $224,881.99 for March
quarter 1909, against $42,539.32 for the
same quarter last year—a gain of $182,342.-
67. There is also a large gain in Canadian
products, as the statement as compiled at
the United States consulate office shows.

The great increase in lumber export was
probably due to anticipation of the tariff
change, which recently went into effect
across the border. Then again the great
Salem fire had some affect on the lumber
market.

A VERY HEAVY

PENALTY

FOR ASSAULTING AN M.P.

A. E. Hanson Sentenced to One Month in Jail Without Optlon

TURKISH PARLIAMENT
APPEARS TO BE
DEAD

T e
Events of Past Few Days Have
Made Many Members of Par-
liament Fearful of Entering lts
Doors '

'andon, April 16--Turkey still. has a
parliament, but its influence appears to be
dead. Many of its members are feariul
of entering the doors, those possessing
courage enter, but are bold only in con-

firming the acts and wishes of the reac-

tionary party which has now obtained
control of the state. Nobody dares to
predict what a few days may bring forth.

Constantinople remains quiet but any
public man who incurs the epposition of
the soldiers or the reactionary parties
seems in danger of being lynched and the
days succeeding the first rising have done
nothing to relieve the anxiety. - -

The Times publishes a programme of
the new Turkish governemnt’s pélicy. The
new cabingt will follow the political pro-
gramme of its predecessor, both as to for-
eign relations and to domestic affairs. It
will maintain and develop the constitu-
tional institution of the empire and restore
order by strict enforcement, of ‘the laws.
It will submit to the parliament financial
and other ' administrative .measures and
will maintain cordial relations with the

powers.

. London, April 16—The admiralty today
gave denigl to the report emanating fromn
Vienna ‘on .a joint naval demonstrdtion at
Constantinople. No British squadron has
been ordered to leave Malta for the Bos-
phorus as had been said, nor has infor-
mation reached the admiralty of the in-
tention of France or Austria-Hungary to
send ships to Turkish waters, .

Constantinople;, April 16—The manifesto
issued yesterday by a committee of Ule-
mas, which movement of the last few days
is declared to be in mno wise directed
against the constitutional government, has
created an excellent impression on the
public mind.

On the contrary the forces of the united
churches were pleased that the saloon-
men took this step. Nothing in the cam-
paign has done more to consolidate the
men who are determined fo drive the
saloons out of the residental districts.
i\\'r‘ were surprised that the liquor men

were not more far-seeing. Perhaps they
have seen their blunder, and now wish
to tkrow the responsibility on others.

| Their evident purpose was to intimidate
i the electors, and a system of boycott .haa
{ already been set in operation against
| some whose names appear on the D“‘.“
| tions. But the will of the people will
| not be throttled, and it will express it-
| self «n Tuesday by an overwhelming
majority against the saloon. Hundreds
| of men who, for business reasons, would
! not sign the petitions, will go to the polls
lon Tuesday and cast a secret ballot
| against the saloon at their doors,

The Sun’s charges that this “legion of
! ratepayers” for the most part did not
{ know what they were signing is a re-
| flection upon the intelligence of the elec-
tors. There is no indignation among the
moral reform forces. With Bishop Rich-
ardson, Bishop Casey and all the Christ-
ian churches of the citv, and all the tem-

perance organizations, and all the other
elements of moral and social reform stand-
ing together on the one side, and the
saloen men on the other, the citizens will
not hesitate how to mark their ballots
next Tuesday. |

Complaint is made by the Sun that
everything has not been above board re-
garding the petitions. Everything has
been strictly in accordance with the law,
but the moral reform people did mnot an-
nounee publicly what they were doing.
Ever since the meeting of the council in
January the work was going on, and the
success which has thus far been gained
is due to the secrecy that was maintained.
For once in their history they said noth-
ing, but worked on while the saloon cle-
ment regarded the movement as dead. As
soon as the hill was introduced into the
legislature an explanation of the silence
was in order.

Or we shall be
glad -to meet them on any platform mu-
tually agreed upon, where both parties
shall have an equal opportunity to present
their case to the electors.
