White Plains, N. Y., May 26—Walter
S. Ward, millionaire banker’s son, yes-
terday was rearrested on a charge that
he killed Clarence Peters of Haverhill,

Mass, an ex navy man, near the Ken-
sico reservoir, nearly two weeks ago.

Counsel representing Ward, yesterday
turned over to Sheriff Warner two pis-
tols which were alleged to heve figured
in the story told by Ward about a bat-
tle between him and a band of black-
mailers.

Ward‘s attorneys, however, failed to
reveal the strange and secret hold which
the blackmailers may have had upon
their victim. The district attorney yes-
terday declared that the, whole story of
the alleged blackmail plot must be un-
folded to the public if Ward stood on
his plea of self defense.
