The city ccuncil held a short session
on Monday, Little of importance came
before them, the communication and re-
port lists bLeing very light. The Car-
regie Library by-law was finally passed.
but the Victeria Terminal Railway by-
law was stood over until the assent of
the Lieut.-Governor in Council was ob-
tained. Ald. Yates was unable to attend
the meeting on account of illness. Com-
munications were first taken up.

The council expressed regret that more
machines were nof available, but did not
deem it wise to use one in one ward only.
The mayor explained that the law gov-
erning ballot boxes existed here also.

1t was decided on motion of Ald. Bar-
nard that the company be informed that
under the circumstances the voting would
be carried on in the usual manner,

B. Williams complained of the bad
condition of Beacon street. The city
engineer reported that the matter was
now receiving .- his attention, and Mr
Williams will be so informed.

The Kootenay Game Protection Asso-
ciation wants to propagate Mongolian
pheasants, and the secretary, Jas. Van-
ston, therefore wrote to the council in-
quiring for eggs or birds. 'Naturally the
eyes of all present were turned towards
the park commissioners. “Ald. Barnard
recalled that fourteen eggs had been sent
dcwn from Vanouver about a year ago,
but when hatched it was discovered that

instead of Mbngolian . pheasants the
feathered newcomers were  English
pheasants. The writer of the commu-

mication will be informed that the coun-
cil has no Mongolian eggs on hand or in
stock.

The city enginecr reporting on the re-
quest of the tramway company that
their ears be allowed to carry fifty pus-
sengers over Point Ellice bridge, wrote
as Sollows:

Gentlemen,—In accordance with Instrue-
tions, I have the honor' to report upon the
zequest by the B. C. Eleectric Railway Co.,
Te permission to carry 50 passengers across
Point Ellice bridge.
