Serjously Injured on the Intereolonial—
Sudden Death—The Railway Picnic.

* Moncrox, Aug 6.—A lad 16 years old,named
Edward OCash, of Halifax, met with a frightfal
accident this morning at Painsec Junction,near
Moncton, He was stealing a ride on the brake
beam of the Truro freight. When coming into
Painsec, the conductor heard screams and
found the lad under the train. His left leg was
severed below the knee and the left arm above
the elbow. The lad was brought to Moncton
where the leg was amputated above the knee
and the arm just below the shoulder. Father
Meahan, R. U, priest, was sent for at the lad’s
request, and administered the sacraments. He
afterwards bad the sufferer removed to his own
residence, where he wiil be nursed by the good
Sisters of Charity. He is doing well and may
recover, The lad said his father, a widower,
and a laborer with a family of ten children,
lived at No. 2 Cornwallis street, Halifax, He
left his home a week or two ago, worked some
days at Spring Hill and was coming here to
work en the ‘Buctouche and Moncton rail-
Way.

K widow named Evans, 63 years cld, fell
over while scrubbing her floor Satarday after-
noon and expired almost immediately from
heart disease,

There is a great deal of fatal sickness in
Moncton just now. Robert Weir, engineer
and machinist in the sugar refinery, died of
typhoid fever on Saturday, He wasa member
of the fire department, Knights of Pythias and
Cornet band. .

Burning of the Roman Catholic Church.

BATHUEST, Aug. 9.— The Roman Catholic
caurch of theSacred Heart was totally destroyed
by fire this morning, between the hours of five
and seven o’clock. The origin of the fire is
ueknown, but itis the general opinion tha$ it

KENT COUNTY
Scourged by a Violent Hail Storm,

Crops Ruined, Windows Broken and Great
Damage Done.

(Special to THE SuN.)

Moxcron, Aug., 4,—Mr, Leblanc, member
for Kenf county in the local legislature, was
in town this afternoon. He reports that the
damage by yesterday’s storm was very serious
in parts of Kent, In the rich and popular
parish of St. Marys, where Mr, Leblanc re.
#!des, hailstones of unprecedented siza fall,
ruining the crops and breaking windows in all
the houses. The hsailstones were from an inch
toan inch snd a half each. Some were as
large as hen’s eggs snd in ditches and holiow
places the ground was covered to a depth of
one to two feet, The storm lasted for mome
time. All grain crops, for a distance of two
miles on both sides of the river, were com-
pletely destroyed. Mr. Leblanc had thirty
acres of grain. He will not harvest one bu-hel,
Others of his neighbors in the districs had
from ten to thirty acres and in mnearly every
case the destruction is comp'ste. Wheat was a
splendid crop and all is destroyed. Some fislds
can be saved for fodder. The tops of pota.
toes are cut to pieces, but as the crop is well
advanced it will not be a tetal loss, QOae
bundred panes of glass were brckem in the
Catholie chapel at St. Marys, Mr. Leblanc’s
house had thirty panes broken, and all other
housesin the district from fifteen to thirty
panes each. Mr, LeBlane came to Moncton
to purchase glass and putty to repair the
damage,

At Cockfish, another settlement in Kent,the
crops are also badly damaged, In parts of
Cocaigne and other settlements the loss, is
more serious than that caused by the cele.
bratsd Buctouche tornado, which passed over
the same district seven years ago, Aungust 6:h,

St. Mary’s is fortunately one of the richest
sgricultural districts in the province and the
farmers, being generally well to do, will not
suffer want, Hens and other small animals
caught in the storm were killed in their tracks,
but fortunately no loss of life or serious acci-
denfs ars reported—the storm occurring at
noon, when most people were in doors,

Succesfully Navigate Niagara'Whirlpool and
Rapids.

Burraro, N, Y,, Aug. 7.- Niagara whirl.
pool and rapids were again navigated in a cask
today, the perilous feat being successfully ac.
complished by William Potts and Geo, Hazs-
litt, two coopers employed in the same shop
with Graham, who made the initial trip three
weeks ago, The barrel boat was 10 feet long,
conical in form, and built of the best locust
staves, It was supplied with keel, rudder,
screw wheel and turret with glass-covered
peep-holes. About 300 pounds of sand ballast
kept ‘it right side up most of the time. The
start was made from the Maid of the Mist
landing on the OCanadian shore, At 425 p,
m, a row boat towed the cask to a poiut
just above the cantilever bridge, where it was
turned adrifs in the middle of the stream, The
novel craft was submerged about haif the time
while passing through the rapids, but while in
the circumscribed onter circle of the whirlpool
its occupants thrust their heads through the
opening and Potts calmly smoked a cigar, A
successful landing was made at Qaeenston, on
the Canada fide, five miles farther Jown the
river, The entire voyage occupied 55 minutee.

RECENT NOTABLE DEATHS.

(Philadelphia Times.)
Tae death of Samuel J, Tilden does not leav
a single ex-democratic candidate for the pre
sidency among the living, and but one of al
the presidents since the orgamization cf the
republican party, thirty years ago, Rutherford
B. Hayes, is now alive, and he will die les
lamented than any one of the chief msagistrate
of the Republic, Of the republican candidates
for president only three survive. General Fre.

mont, the first-born of republican presidential
nominees, is yet living, although thirty years
have elapsed since his candidacy; Hayes lives
quietly in Ohio and is seldom spoken of as
baving been a presidential candidate, and
Blaine is yet vigorou:ly directing the politics
of the nation toward 1888 from his seaside re«
treat up in Maine. All the others who have
been nominated for president during the last

thirty years, excepting the present presiden«
tial incumbent, sleep in the City of the Silent.

James Buchanan., who made the fizst battle
for the democracy sgainst republicanism with

Fremont as its leader, died a few years after

the war ; Beckenridge, who was his vice.presi«
dent, died ten years ago, and Dayton, who was
on the ticket with Fremont, died some years
ago while minister to France, Lincoin, who
was elected in 1860 and reelected in 1364, was
assassinated in 1865; and Johnson who succeed«
ed him from the vice-presidency, died eleven
years ago after he had been elected and ssrved
a season in the tenate. Douglas, Breckenridge,
Bell and Lincoln, competitors in 1860, have all
passed away, and Hannibal Hamlin, Lincoln’s
first vice-president, is the sole sucvivor of the
nominated leaders of that contest—Herschel V,
Johnston and Joseph Lane, his nominated
competitors, havicg long since crossed to the
other gide, Lincoln and MeClellan were the
leaders of 1864, with Johnston and Pendleton
gecond on their tickets, and all are dsad bat
Pendleton, who i3 now minister to Germany.

The national candidates of 1868 have all
passed away, Grant and Colfax and Seymour
and Blair are names which belong to the dead;
and the candidates of 1872 are all at rest with
their fellow-leaders of 1868, Grant and Wilson
and Greely and Brown—all have passed the
divide. The candidates of 1876 are half living
and half dead. Tilden died full of years and
honors, and Hendricks lived to retrieve his
fraudulent defeat of 1876, only to descend from
the vice president’s chair to the grave. Hayes
and Wheeler still live; but who remembers them
with pride as president and vice president of a
government of law ? The candidates of 1880 are
yeb fresh in the recollectiors of the country.
Garfield and Hancock are dead, but grate-
fally cherished in public memory. Arthur
became president’ on the assassination
of Garfield, and is now the only bsnored
ex-president livieg, and Eoglith of Indisna.is
yet living as & night-mare in Jdemocratic
dreams, Of the candidatas of 1384, 2!l are
living but Vice-President Hendricks. Cleve.
land and Blaine seem both quite vigorous
enough and dounbtless quite williog encugh to
accept another campaign in 1888, and Logan,
Blaine’s second-bast, is the liveliest sort of a
candidate for a new trial, with his name on top.
Batler, who ran a presidential fence-shop for
Blaine in 1884, is still alive and kicking, and is
ready fo run again for any of the old parties or
f;)r any new party that may come along in
time,

It i3 remarkable that there is only one ex.
president now living who was elected to the
office, and, in point of fact, be wase’t slected
at all, but was fraudulently returned as elect.
ed. Hayes and Aithur are our ex-presidents,
and Arthur became president by virtae of his
office as vice president on the death of Gar-
field. It is remarkable, also, that four demo-
cratic nominees for president, one ex-president
and one vice president died within a singls
year. It is an illustrious list that is inscribed
on death’s remorseless record of a twelvemor th
—Grant, Seymour, McClellan, Hazncock, Til-
den and Hendricks. The wives of presidents
linger longer with us, as the names of Mrs,
Tyler, Mrs, Polk, Mrs. Grant, Mrs, Hayes
and Mrs, Garfield testify., All of them but
Mrs. Hayes are widows, and each receives an
annuity of $5000 during life, and Mrs. Han-
ﬁ‘;ck bas been voted an annuity of $2,000 for

Rebbers of the Dead,

The Duluth News, in speaking of the return

of a party which had spent a week at Isle Roysl,

was sunk about 40 people lost their lives,

that they were 1iflad by parties who have been
fishing on the i:land, and then disposed of.

Thls theory is strengthened by clothes found

by the party mentioned above—costs with the

sleeves cut out and torn off, psntaloons cut and

torn and other clothes mutilated, Trunks and

satchels were found in the fishermen’s cabins,

but szlways empty. Many articles of value

were also seen. It is believed by the wrecking
créw at work on the vessel that the fishermen

have rifled the bodies and ruok them in the
lake, This is a matter that demands investi.
