inspection. Many persons took 
advantage of the opportunity 
to examine the ttbme and hos­
pital. The renovation of the building 
was made necessary by the establish­
ment of a maternity hospital In con­
nection with the home. The hospital 
is now In operation and is ready to re­
ceive outside patients. Two wards are 
reserved for such patients who will be 
entirely separated from the ordinary 
inmates. Private wards will also he 
available.

The Evangeline Home and Hospital 
has been In operation for about seven­
teen years, during eight of which It 
has occupied the present quarters on 
St. James street. Ensign Lottie Burtch 
is the present matron and has under 
her a staff of five assistants. This staff 
is soon to be increased by the addition 
of nurses from the General Public Hos­
pital, who will take courses of six 
weeks’ training. Five of the city doc­
tors are 1® attendance at the home, 
each attending for two months. These 
are Dr. T. D. Walker, Dr. Bentley, 
Dr. Parks, Dr. Seammell and 
Dr. Warwick. Just now the home 
contains twenty women and twenty- 
three children. The lmprovefnenta re­
cently made will make It possible to 
accommodate one hundred patients In 
both hospital and home.

The highest floor of the building has 
been renovated at a cost of $8,00». This 
floor is reserved for the children and' 
contains the day and night nurseries, 
besides a large dormitory for the in­
mates of the home and the hospital 
isolation room.

On the second floor the maternity 
hospital Is situated. Here are three 
large wards, three private rooms, the 
hospital office and the operating and 
sterilizing rooms

On the main floor of the building are 
the office, the reception and assembly 
rooms, the girls’ sitting-room, the 
girsl’ schoolroom and dining room, 
the officers’ dining room and 
private rooms. In the basement are 
situated the laundry, kitchen and fur- 
i ace room.

The appearance of the building 
speaks well for the energy of the Sal­
vation Army. The usual period dur­
ing which girls are kept as Inmates of 
the home Is nine months. At the end 
of that time situations are provided for 
them and their children are boarded at 
the home until their mothers are able 
to care for them. Occasionally arrange­
ments for adoption are made.

6IRL TOOK POISON
INSTEAD OF MEDICINE

Nearly a Tragedy Through a Mistake— 
Moncton News of Interest.

MONCTON, April 25.—Miss Maggie 
Orr, eighteen years old, the daughter of 
Capt. George Orr, Jardineville, Kent 
Co., recently had a narrow escape^rom 
death by poisoning as the result ol a 
mistake in taking medicine from the 
wrong bottle.A bottle of laudanum vas 
sitting on the,shelf alongside the medi­
cine which had 
Miss Orr, and on Tuesday afternoon 
last the person giving her the medicine 
poured out by mistake a spoonful of 
laudanum. Shortly afterwards Miss Orr 
became violently ill, and it was only by 
prompt and efficacious work on the 
part of a physician that her life was 
saved.

There has been a marked absence of 
drunkenness in the city during the past 
two weeks, not a single inebriate hav­
ing been arrested in that time. The 
lack of drunkenness is largely due to 
the excellent enforcement of the Scott 
Act under Chief of Police Rideout. Ev­
ery drunk placed in the police ceils is 
requested to tell \yhere he procured the 
liquor responsible for his condition, 
and this method has led to many Scott 
Act convictions. The result is that the 
liquor sellers have been rendered even 
more careful than before.
