The Palace Cars, York, Corn-
wall and Canada

(From Monday’s Daily Sun.) ’

The'cars of the C. P. R. royal, train
in which the Duke and Duchess.- of
Cornwall and York made their- tour
through Canada- arrived here at ‘an,
early hour yesterdaymorning.’'The
cars are the day coach Cornwall; the,
night coach York and the compart-
ment car Canada, in which the miem-
bers of their suite travelled. The cars
have been exhibited at Halifax, Truro,
Amherst and Moncton, at each of
which places a large number of people
looked them over. They will be ex-
hibited -at the I. C. R. yard today and
tomorrow. An admission of 25 cents
will be ‘charged, the proceeds to be
divided between the Protestant and
Roman Catholic orphanages. It is
probably the handsomest train that
ever was built. The cars are all vesti-
buled, communication being had from
end toc end. The exteriors are finished
in mahogany. The cars are lighted by
electricity and equipped with electric
bells, and there is telephonic connec-:
tion between all the cars. The train’
‘was designed and constructed for the
purpose for which it was used, Hav-
ing in view the long run, ihe essentiqls
for_comfort and safety were kept . in?
mind in its construction, and .it is. be-;
lieved that the train represented all
that is best in Canadian railway equip-’
ment. - ¥

The Cornwall is a day coach 78 feet
61-2 inches in length over all, with a
width of 10 feet 33-8 inches, an ex-
treme height over rail of 14 feet, and
a weight of over 59 tons. It iz divided

| into a reception room, boudoir; dining

Toom and kitchen, etec. The reception
room, the largest room of the suite,
opens directly on to the observation
platform at the rear of the train. The
woodwork is of Circassian walnut, and
is undecorated save for a few orna-
mental mouldings. The entire upper
part of the room above the cornice is
finished in . quiet antique gold. The
mouldings and ornaments are touched
with gold and blue. . The decorations
of the foom are in the style of ‘Louis
XV. The curtains are plain, of dark
blue velvet, draped simply back from
the windows, and the floors are car-
peted 'with heavy Wilton of a 'quiet
grey-green tone. The furniture, con-
sisting' of light roomy arm-chairs and
table and desk, is upholstered in blue
velvet to match the draperies, and a
specially designed piano of .Canadian
manufacture is conspicuously placed
in this room. A short corridor, fin-
ished Jn mahogany, leads from the
receptign’ to the dining room.  Half
way in this corridor a door.opens into
the boudoir. This room is finished: in
pearl grey enamel. The walls are
divided into panels framed with deli-
cate modelled ornament in the style
of Louis Quinze, and filled with paint-
ings, soft yet.rich in color, aftar the
maner of Watteau. Ornamental
frames ‘in the .ceiling, filed : with
lattice - work, provide ventilation.
These, as wel as the ornament around
the wall pa.nels are touched with gold.
The draperies are of light blue moire-
silk. A couple of small chairs, a divan,
and a table finished in gold, the latter
carrying a recading light, complete the
furnishings of this room. The K wood-
work in the dining room is of African
Coromandel; the coves and ceiling be-
ing carried out in a lighter tone. The
ceiling is plain, save for the gold
frames of the electric fixtures. Orna-
mental cartouches in bas-relief dis-
play at one end the heraldic bearings
of the King; at the other the combined
coats-of-arms of the Duke and Duch-
ess of Cornwall and York, while the
arms of the dominlon and the private
badge of the Duke face each other on
opposite sides of the room. The hang-
ings are of green velvet, the portieres
and wall draperies being deeorated
with painted and embroidered appiipue
in tones of gold .and green. The fur<
niture matches the other woodwork in
the room, ‘and is upholstered in velvet
of a rich warm brown. A candela-
brum-like electric fixture supplies
light for the dining table, which is
capable of extension to seat eight per-
sons. A corridor similar in finish to
the one already mentioned leads for-
‘ward ' past the pantry, kitchen and
storerooms, towards the night car.
"The York is the night coach, divided
into . sleeping apartments, ‘bath-rooms;
ete. Tts length is 78 feet 2 inches, and;
its weight about 57 1-4 toms, the other

dimensions being ~uniform with those:

of the Cornwall. A corridor extends
the entire length of the car. The
central section of .this car between the
trucks for a length of about thirty feet
is occupied by the two principal bed-
rooms, ' with “the servants’ rooms ad-
joining them. The bedrooms are fin-
ished in pearl grey enamel, and the
“walls panelled in silk to match’ the
draperies. corner of each room
is oecupied by a wardrobe, another by
a convenient dressing-table with large
mirrors. The bedsteads are of brass,
finished in gold to match the hard-
ware. Besides the usual ceiling lights.
in these rooms there is a special fix-
ture over each dressing table designed
to throw light upon the person sitting
before it. The wall panels, draperies
and furniture coverings of the Duke’s
bedroom are of red silk armure; in
the Duchess’ of light blue moire. The
ornamental mouldings, ventilator

-screens, étc., are touched with color,

¢ | relieved in gold. The furniture is of
satin wood. “Next to each bedroom,

‘{ and commiunicating directly with it is

a commodious bathroom. = These Bath-
Tooms are exactly alike. The wallg are
4 entirely covered with tufted upho!stery
in waterproof rubber cloth. ' Next 'to
the bathrooms; and communicating
therewi,th are ‘rooms ‘for vatet - and
maid. The remainder.of the car is oc-
cupied by two staterooms finished in{:

The third car, the Canada, is 2 com-
partment car speclally constructed for
the accommodation of the ‘suite of
Their Royal Highnesses. The interior is
finished inwhite mahogany and up-
holstered in' terra cotta and olive green
plush.  The Canada contains six sep-
arate staterooms which are fitted with
all conveniences; in:the centre of the
car is a commodious sitting or smok-
ing room with a large table;, lounge

MONTRBAL, Oct. -27.—“I killed a
boy last night,” said Tobin Hansen, a
Dane,. 35 years of age, to.the officer in
charge when he walked into the cen-
tral police station this morning. “I
killed him for money and I got only

fifty cénts. That isn’t enough, so I
come to give myself up.”

Lieut. Poulin entered a charge of in-
sanity, but Hanmsen persisted in his
story and described the locality in
which the deed had been committed.
The police officials had no difficulty
from the description in locating the
place as Westmount, a fashionable
residential suburb. The police of that
town weré communicated 'with and
Hansen locked up. In a few minutes
an answer was telephoned back that
a boy’s body had been found on a brick
pile in a field adjoining the M. A. A.
A. grounds just as Hansen had de-
scribed. It was speedily identified as
that- of Samuel ' Marcotte, son of
Samuél Marcotte, a well-to-do spice
and coffee mill owner, residing on
Hillside avenue. The boy- had spent
the afternoon with his grandfather,
James S. Murray, and had started for
home about six o’clock. 'No anxiety
was felt at his home on account of his
non-arrival, as he often passed the
nfght at the grandfather’s. He had
taken a short cut across the field and
met Hansen. “I stabbed him in the
stomach,” said Hansen unconcernedly,
‘“and he fell down. Then I cut his
throat. He had only fifty cents. I
drank that up last night. I then threw
the knife away.”

“He didn’t Rave enough money,” he
added, regretfully. Hansen said he
had only been in this country three
months. He came from Denmark,
landing at Quebec. ° For two months
he worked in the Chateau Frontenac
at Quebec, and a few days ago came
to Montreal looking for work, which
he could not find. He wanted money,
and so bhe killed young Marcotte. Why
he should have picked out a twelve
year old boy as being capable of sup-
plying it is a question the police have
been unable to answer.

The deceased, who was about 95 years
of age, was one of the oldest residents
of the county and during her whole
career was held in the highest esteemr
by all.

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FARMERS’ INSTITUTES.

Very Interesting Meetings at Wels-
ford and Other Places.

A very interesting . meeting of the
Farmers’ Institute was held at Wels-
ford, Queens Co., on Saturday evening,
Oct. 26th, ;s

The president of the agricultural so-
ciety opened the meeting and the de-
legates, 'Messrs. Tompkins and . Mit- .
chell, spoke on “Soil Cultivation,” a.nd
‘“Making Butter in the Private Dairy.

At the close of the addresses severa.l
farmers took part in discussing the
better systems of farm practices ad-
vocated by the speakers. The follow-
ing questions were asked :

: Question: by Mr.  Nose: How .do
you get rid of couch grass in the soil ?
Ans.—By - shallow cultivation, prefer-
ring a hoed@ crop.

By Mr. Pender—Is fall rye a good
crop. to grow ?

Ans.—Winter rye is not extensively
grown. We have seen a few fields in
the province. It provides an early
8razing crop for stock
- Bry Mr. McKenzie—How would you
apply manure on. land intended for
root crop ?

Ans.—I would work it in the.surface .
sgil by cultivation with spring-tooth

harrow.
By Mr. Wood—What time would you
it clover ?

Ans.—The ideal time would bc when
the blossom commences to turn color,

but we have to commence to cut a

little earlier to secure other flelds in

time.

By Mr.. Pender—dIs wheat hard on the
sofl ?

Ans—That depends on the prepara-
tion of the seed bed. 1If the soil has
been pulverized to a good depth, wheat
will reach down deep for plant food
and under these conditions is not an
exhaistive crop.

By Mr. McKenzie—In what kind of
clover do you soil ?

Ans.—Long Late. It fills the ground
with an abundance of roots and if cut
early it makes a splendid stock food.
Alsike will yield ‘better on some’ soils
and is’easier cured .than long late,

By Mr. McKenzie—You advocate flat
culture for roots. Will they do well
on wet land on flat culture ?

Ans.—No, they will not grow well on.
wet land by any system. While they
need moisture they will not thrive
with too much . moisture in the soil.
Land should be drained or a ‘plece of
higher ground selected.

Ques.—At what temperature do you
churn ?

Ans.—Tne temperature must be re-
gulated by yourself. Cream under pro-
per. conditions should be churned 30.
minutes, Always take the tempera-
ture of the cream. It you churn at 65
and the butter comes too quick, next
time lower the temperature to 62.

By Mr., Mood—What kind of vessel
is best for keeping cream ?

Ans.—Tin is very much the best. It
is easily cleaned and you are better
able to regulate the churning temper—
ature.

The directors of the Windsor hotel
Lave for some time past been think-
ing of establishing a system of inter-
communicative telephones in  the
hotel, which would displace the pres-
ent system of be]l-‘boys to a large ex-
tent, and which would prove to be an
immense convenience to the guests.
Mr. Weldon has seen the system at
work both in England and in the Unit-
ed States, and is decidedly in favor
of the change. It-may be stated that
the only question to be settled now is
that iof price. It isrexpected ‘that this
will be decided this' week, and that
during ' the comparatively quiet winter
months, the installation will be pro-
ceeded with, with the result that next
spring and summer each guest in the
400 rooms of the hotel will Bave his
own telephone, by which he ean con~
verse with his neighbor in 'the next
room, order what he wants and, if ne-
cessary, commiunicate with any busi-
ness 'house in town; 4s well as with
Icng-distance friends or interests. Of
course,’ for’ the' 'latter privileges he
would be expected to pay, but as far
as the hotel is concerned, he will have
the use of the telephone free,

At present the bell-boy has to obtain
the order, whatéver it may be, from
the guest, First, he has to ge up five
stories, say. If the elevator be.not
ready he will prqba_bly wait. ‘There is
the giving of the order and the wait-
ing for its execution.
