So far the winter port business has 
been considerably larger than during 
the corresponding period last year, 
and shipping companies expect, the 
business will reach the 140,000,000 
mark this season. Up-to-date the re­
turns show that the export trade has 
amounted to $5,253,012. and several 
steamers sailed last week, the cargoes 
of which are not included in these
figures.

So far the Montcalm has the dis­
tinction of carrying the most valu­
able cargo (Tom the port this season, 
her cargo being valued at $534,165.

The number of ships sailing frem 
here this season Is larger than at 
the same time last year, but the car­
goes generally have been smaller. 
The wheat shipment haa been large, 
and It la expected that there will be 
a big quantity of grain exported be­
fore the season is over

GALVANIZED ASH BARRELSThat James W. Thorne, formerly 
of St, John, and latterly ol Calgary, 
started out on a hunting trip on Janu 
ary 2nd, and never returned was the 
sad intelligence conveyed by a letter 
received on Saturday by Mrs. Samuel 
A. Thorne from the wife of the miss­
ing man.

According to the letter Mr. Thorne 
on setting out in the momin 
shooting trip to the prairies 
his wife that he would return before 
night, and when he did not show up 
MJrs. Thorne 'became alarmed, and 
thinking some accident had befallen 
the hunter she summoned some of her 
friende, who secured an automobile 
and went out in search of him. They 
knew the direction he had taken, but 
a prolonged search faded to disclose 
any trace 4>f him and finally the party 
at a late hour returned to the city.

They had some hope that in the 
meantime Mr Thorne had returned 
home, but they only found a frantic 
wife, waiting for her mate. The 
North West Mounted Police were Im­
mediately notified, and next day sev­
eral search parties -were organized 
and they scoured the coefatry round­
about. The snow had obliterated 
every trace of the missing man, and 
the search parties returned without 
any news. On the next day a large 
number of friends went out on the 
quest, and on the 6th fully sixty men 
and the police officers were out all 
day.

Comrade Taylor Takes a Hand.
"Th/it St. John is becoming a big 

city is shown by the growing import- 
of the child problem," said 

Comrade Taylor, the long winded ora 
tor at the Socialist meeting last even­
ing. "A good many well intentloncd 
people are becoming worried over the 
problem of the bad boy. and are ad­
vocating child protective acts and 
detention homes and various other 
things. But they don’t go to the root 
of the matter. They don’t see tha* 
it is the tendency of capitalism to 
destroy the homes of the workers. 
In many large cities today the man 
is not able to earn enough to support 
a family; the wife often has to go to 
work to eke out the family income, 
and the children have no home life, 
and are left largely to their own de­
vices. Then a large percentage of 
the workers today can never hope to 
own a home of their own ; diseoxlraged 
and reckless they take to drink, set 
bad examples to their children, and 
soon losing all sens& of manhood be­
come unfit to associate with children 
The child problem is merely a symp­
tom of the general social disorder.

Palliatives may be desirable, but 
it would be better If the churches and 
other organizations tried to remove 
the main cause, the source of the 
trouble.”

An Interesting discussion took place 
on the subject, various speakers con 
tending that the child problem like 
other social evils was the product of 
the unregulated evolution of capita­
lism, which made It increasingly diffi­
cult for the workers to have a satis­
factory home life or provide their 
children with healthy recreation.
