Probably the most important mat-
ters on the order paper are the eight
hour day, minimum wages, collective
bargaining and the policy of the con-
gress regarnding the One Big Union.
Questions under consideration at the
industrial oconference in Ottawa will
again be taken up by the labor dele
gates.
It is expected that mearly 150 wo-
men will attend the sessions. Ben
Tillett, M. P, is attending on behalf
of the British Trades Unions’ Congress
and the American Federation of Labor
is also represemted.

Hon. QGideon Robertson was given
a welcome and at the outset of his ad-
dress referred to the tremendous
strides made by organized labor dur-
ing the tem years which have elapsed
since he first attended a labor comy
gress. He declared that the federal
government was amxious to co-ope
rate with representatives of labor.
The Minister of Labor cautioned the
delegates to respect the rights all
classes of society, declaring th#t it
the labor movement was to make sat-
dsfactory progress, “the other fellow"
shouM always be considered. He
reiterated his statement that the de-
partment of labor and the federal
government would endeavof to co-
operate with labor organizations, and
pointed out the need of a central body
if this was to be ever accomplished,

He maintained that the Trades and
Labor Congress was the most repre-|
sentative labor body in Canada, and |
a8 guch, it commanded the co-opera-
tion of the government. He then
urged the members to influgnce all
legitimate labor organizations in the
country to affiliate with the Congress.
The efforts of the government to pre-
vent unemployment by the establish-
ment of agencies throughout the coun.
try were then reviewed by Mr. Rob-
ertson. The problem he regarded as
serfous, but he was optimistic as to
the future, because the country was
now absorbing returned soldiers in-
stead of uneducated, organized immi-
grants from Central Europe.
