This
figure, though slightly higher than the
average for the last three eyars, when
considered with the estimatel popula-
tion of 48,064, shows a death-rate of
16.54 a thousand a vear, Which is" not
high compared with the  rate of other
cites.
In his report Dr. Melvin dwells: at
some length+ on the mecessity for wac-
cination_in' view of the fpc&. that it'is in
the month ‘of July “that the - greatest
number of children ‘entering the' public
schools for the first time are vaceinated.
During .the last three‘yms nearly 1,200
children ' have' been ‘yaccinated by the
public health authotities of the city, and
this summer ‘was probably equnlled by
the work of private physician
. Melvin also ‘warns. u“thens to be-
ware of the danger - -of drinking from
brooks or springs in. the nexghborhood
of the city as there is storng evidence
. |that two or three cases of typhoid fever
in the city at present are due to this
cause. ;
