Amendment, and the Masters and Ser-
vants Acts, that are the source of loud
murmuring and continued discontent
among the laboring class in the "old,
country ; at the same time, we cannot
but give expression to our convietion
that, so far as Canada is concerned, the
modification of those enactments rests,
to a great extent, with the workingmen
themselves, repeated assurances having

The original society, so far as wo are
awarc, was formed for the purpose of
uniting lshor in self- -protection agninst
encroachments by ecapital. Employers
first gave the suggestion by holding out
the threas.of foreign competition. For
this the obvious cure or safeguard’ was.
an international understanding among
the workers. Had the association been
confined to this object it would, in all
probubility, have anawered - its ond.
But the introduction, of the political
element. changed very materiully the
character of the association — more
especially when we remember that,
whilst in England amongst the operative
classes there ure very many who know
how to distinguish between their politi

cal cluims aud their soocial rights, this
distinction does not appear to. prevail to.
anything like the same extent amongst
the toilers in foreign countries. - This
was mavifested in some of the debates
during the session at Geneva, notably
when the question of a general strike
was discussed, dunng which much wild
talk was mdnl-red in, when anarchy
and authority were dobated by a num-

ber of the delegates with ‘more heat
than judgment. The discussions at the
recent session gave evidence of the ex-

-istence of two classes—one * the politi-

cians, who, being workingmen, seck the
amelioration of their. conditjon solely
by pohtlcal action—even revolutionary
if necessary—-for a reform or the sub-
version -of -the State; the other; the
social reformérs — trades’ unionists —
who, tired of the painful physwal con-

‘flicts of the continent, are anxious' by

the organization of their numbers to
improve their condition- by higher
wages and shorter hours of work.”
These opposite elements cannot be
united; and we believe their meetings,
wherever and whenever they may be
beld, can but afford opportunity - for
makiog apparent the radical - differences
that exist between them. To the first
of these sections, certainly the work-.
ingmen of England can have nothing
to say; and while it may be easy to
understand how difficult it is for men noi
to become revolutionists when even
their most simple and best-meant efforts
to better their condition by peaceful
means are put down by force, as on the
continent; still the English working-
men aro .not revolutionists, and can
bave no sympatby with, and nothing
‘but condemnation for, any proposed way
of working out any, even the best, ends
by revolutionary means. In so far as
the second class is concerned, however,
could the experienced, tried trades’
unionists of Enaland be brought into
connection with the men of the counti-
nent who are trying to follow their
example, in the face of just such diffi-
cuities as they themselves have had to
surmouunt, undoubtedly the best results
would flow from such a meeting, because
the right spirit by which such 2 union
should be sustained, could be explained,
and the vecessary detail in connection
with every part of the business pointed
‘out. .

" THE TAILOZRS' STRIKE

On Monday ‘nst a depututlon from
'.the Tordnto Trades Assembly, consiat-
ing of Mesevs. J. Hemtt J. 8. Williame .
and J. Nesbitt, waited upou, the mer-
chant tailorsbetween whom and theirlate
employees difficulty still existed, with «
viéw of endeavoring to bring about.a. *
reconciliation by means of arbitration,
bein«r ompowored to state on behalf of
the operative tailors that thoy were
willing to meet with the employers
and discuss the quostion at issue, and,
after dwcussxon, should their claims be
found to be in any degrec exorbitaut,
they wore. prepurcd to make such con-
oession 28 the arbitrators might decide
upon. The deputation were kindly
received, and their message listened to,
aud after an intorview, during which
the pros and cons wero talked over, so
far asthey ocould be by parties unac-
quainted with the technicalities of the
trade, the deputation withdrew, with
the plomwe of receiving, by letter, the
decision of the employers whether or
no they would reccive a committee of
the men. During the afternoon the
ultimutum was received, and it was to
the effect that, while they acknow.
ledged the propricty of the course sug-
gested by the deputation, they could
not, at the present, fall in with their
wishes, for the renson that they consid-
ered such action would affoct the mer.
chant tailors of the Province, and they
were not appointed by them to take
any steps that would alter the present
rates. The letter further intimated
tbat, while they would have nothing
whatever to eay to themen as & society,
did they return to their work they
would, as mdlwduuls, consider thexr
“supposed . grievance."’

So the matter ‘stands. We ocaonot
but regret that the merobant tailors
have come to the conclusnon tbey bave,
inasmuch as their action can only pro-
long and embitter the struggle. That
action gives an ontirely new phase to
the diffieulty—it is now, with the em-
ployers, evidently not so much a matter
of dollars and cents, as an attempt to
crush out of existenco the operative
tailors’ society. That action now gives
the men a claim upon the sympathies
and assistance of all trade unionists
that they did not have before the en-
deavor was thus publicly made to
adjust the difference by arbltratlon,

-and #o0 decidedly refused by the em-

ployers. There is now but one course.
open to the meon, aiid we are assured
they are fully decided upon following
that course ; and while it is matter of
regrot that this state of things should
continue, the blame for its-continuance
should be attached to the proper parties.
