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Ordered, That the Bill be now re-committed to a Committee of the whole House for
further consideration. .

The House accordingly again resolved itself into the said Committee, and after soms
time spent therein, Mr. Speaker resumed the Chair ; and Mr. Delorme reported, That the
Committee had gone through the Bill, and made a further amendment thereunto.

Ordered, That the amendment be now taken into consideration.

The amendment was then twice read and azreed to.

Ordered, That the Bill be now read the third time.

The Bill was accordingly read the third time.

Resolved, That the Bill do pass. .

Ordered, That the Clerk do carry the Bill to the Senate, and desire their concur
rence.

The Order of the Day being read, for the third reading of the Bill to make further
provision for the management of Permanent Building Societies in the Dominion of
Canada ;

Mr. Oliver moved, seconded by Mr. Blain, and the Question being put, That the
Bill be now recommitted to a Committee of the whole House, with instructions so to
amend the same as to provide that all its provisions, with the exception of the power to
issue Debentures, be applied to all Permanent Building Societies with a paid up and
fixed capital of forty thousand dollars ($40,000); the House divided: and the names
