Since the paper 
became autonomous from the 
student council in 1981, students 
have attempted yearly campaigns 
to permit them to opt out of their 
fees. None went to a ballot.

Jeffrey Edwards, one of the 
initiators of the referendum, 
doesn't believe anyone on the 
staff is racist, but "either sheer 
negligence, or unprofesssiona 1 - 
ism let articles appear in the 
paper which were anti-semitic 
and racist,’ he said.

An interim editorial board will 
be appointed by the four student 
representatives on the Daily 
Board of Directors elected in 
campus-wide elections this week. 
Outgoing staff members will not 
be discouraged from applying.
