— Inside/Out 
(IRS/MCA), the soundtrack for 
the film about the Athens scene, 
catches locals performing live at 
various venues. Highlights 
include R.E.M. doing "Swan 
Swan H” and covering the Everly 
Brothers classic "(All I've Got To 
Do Is) Dream". Pylon, Love Trac­
tor, the Squalls, the Kilkenny 
Cats, and Flat Duo Jets also play.

The excellent Proud O' Me 
Gluttony cassette (DRG Records, 
Box 1144, Athens, Ga., 30601) 
features hardcore by Mercyland, 
Eat America, and Porn Orchard 
along with Time Toy and the 
Bar-B-Q Killers, who appear on 
both releases. Mercyland domi­
nate with their explosive energy, 
while Pom Orchard can do 
nothing but push drug use and 
scream, "our band is great in 
bed".
