Ten nullion persons are reporied w
be without humes and without provisions
for the coming winter, ana the floods have
not yet subsided.  lmmediately on hearing
of the flooas, two Chinese banks advauced
& sum ot 20,000 tacls, and a special delegate
Was sent up the river o distribute  reliet.
Forcign houses of commerce also contnbut-
ed. ‘I'ne floods have proved destrucuve
beyond all expectation. It 15 certain that
there will be intense  sufiering  during the
coming winter, and it is teared that the dis-
tress will lead to civil disorder. A com-
mittee of toreigners has been formed 10
receive subscriptions and conauct iciiet work
in conjunction with a native committec.
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Italian Evangelical Church.

Statistics published in July show that the
Italian Evangetical Church consists o 33
congregations, with 5 others in  process ol
formation. ‘T'he communicants number 1,815
and the catechumens 502, with 20 pastors,
10 evangelists, 1 Bible-woman, 3 workers on
trial, 35 clders, 75 deacons, and 25 teachers.
In the 24 Sunday-schools 1,302 boys and
git's are under the istruction ot 63 teachers,
A special effort 1s made to secure the placing
of the Scriptures in the hands ot the people,
and in twelve months 868 Bibles and 2,588
New Testamenis were sold or given away.
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An Abyssinian Christian teacher, named
‘Fajelenj, has accomplished the task of mak-
ing the first corrections in the Swedish Soc-
iety’s edition of the Ethiopic New Testament,
inted in 1830. This teacher’s return to

old home in the heart of Abyssinia, at
ll_lg. near Gondar, the former royal capital,
with copies of thg New Testament prepared
by his consecrated toil, has been hopefully
regarded by the friends at the mission. In
spite of much persecution, the tributary king,
Ras Mengascha, has recently accepted a copy
of the Scriptures from this native evangelical
teacher, and even the Emperor Menelik hus
shown him favor,

How To Cook Pumpkin.

“What moistens the lip and what brightens

the eye ?
What calls back the past, like the rich pump-
kin pie ?" = Whittier,

To secure the toothsome Thanksgiving
viand the notion is prevalent that an abund-
ance of cream and eggs is indispensable.
The fact is, a good pumpkin properly cook-
ed requires neither.  Sweet milk 15 quite
sufficient to complement the richness of the
fruit.  But see to it that a goodly portion at
least of this richness is not lost in  the pre-
patation I once heard of an excellent cook
in most things—and a  Yankee, too—who
drained and mashed her pumpkin as she did
potato. Truly she must needs make amends
for the lost sweetness by subsututing  rich-
ness from her dairy and pouitry yard !

1t an ordinary field pumpkin s used—
and the old-fashioned Cornecticut Field is
one of the best—select one of  rather more
than medium size and rich hue ; those having
an orange skin sughtly mottled with green
usually yieid thick, solid flesh. The modern
pic pumpkins, though smalier, are sweeter ;
they have as a rule, however, a shghty
squash-like taste not pleasing to every palate,

Put a little water 1 the kettle to  prevent
scorching before the juices are extracted,
and add the pumpkin, cut in small pieces.
Cook slowly to avoid possibility of scorching
—just maintaining the boiling point.  As 1t
becomes soft, stir occasionally to prevent
adherence to sides of kettle.  Later it will
need almost constant stirnng to keep it from
sticking, but should not be removed uniil
quite dry.  Just before taking from the fire,
season with sugar, salt and ginger.

If the stirring process is too laborious, as
s00n as soft it may be trarsferred to a but-
tered spider or pan and allowed to finish
slowly in the oven. By this means the rich
flavor is preserved but it is not as free from
lunps as when stirred.

For pies, moisten the pumpkin with sweet
mlk  This may be done a halt hour or so
before necded, as if cuoked dry it does not
soak up at once. Sweeten further it neces
sary, and add nutmeg and other spices to
taste, allowing also a tablespoonful ot flour
to each pie. Use enough mulk to reduce it
to such consistency that it wili just level itself
when placed in the crust.  Bake slowly.
This method is pronounced by those who
have tested it as one gf the very best ways
to prepare pumpkin for pies.—1able T'alk.
