THE PONTON TRIAL.

From the Kingston Times,

“Jack” Roach still maintains that
he will not stand his trial with Pare,
Holden and Ponton. He wants a sep-
arate trial. He further contends that
he never saw anyone of the three men-
tioned, neither does he know Mackie.
It Roach sticks to this story, and on
the stand there testifics, then there will
be Ponton, Mackie and Roach denying
the statements made by Pare and
Holden, two self coufessed thieves, seek-
ing their liberty by implicating others.
No jury will believe Pare and Holden
when their evidence is denied by three
others, and i Ponton and Roach are
acquitted, it must naturally follow
that Mackie should be liberated. The
jury that tried Mackie and Ponton ex-
hibited little sense und gave evidence
of having no conception of fair play.
The eyidence given by Pare and Hol-
den was much stronger against Pon-
ton than against Mackfe. If-both were
guilty, Ponton was the worst because
hie betrayed the bank. But the twelve
honorable men who tried the case, and
who were sworn to give a verdict in
accordance with the evidence, decid-
ed that Mackie was guilty, and ten
held Ponton innocent. The ten claim-
ed they would not believe Pare and
Holden against Ponton, and if hobest
men how could they believe Pare and
Holden—all in the same case—when
testifying against Mackie. Guilty or
innocent, Mackie should have been
accorded the same treatment as Pon-
ton. If -Pare and Holden testified
truthfully as regards Mackie the same
evidence_ applied to Ponton.  If the
jury—and ten members profess it—be-
lieve the two professional burglars
lied regarding Ponton, then the evi-
dence of these same witnesses was
not to be relied upon as to Mackie.
Why was distinction made ? Was it be-
cause Ponton had more powerful friends
on the outside than had Mackie, the
sporting man who professed nothing
and was not a hypocrite. Mackie's life
was open to inspection. . He did not
always seek the seclusion of a private
room to giye vent to his sporty spirit,
and he is now suffering becanse he
was not all things to all men, and be-
hind the cloak of semi respectability
and church membership, thieving
in secret and immoral in his female
connec'ions. Had he belonged to
some prominent church, a membership
sought so the better to hide his in-
tents and purposes, or connected him-
self with a hypocritical club, the hive
breeder of infamy and debauchery,
he would not to-day be wearing a con-
vict'’s garb in the Provincial Peniten-
tiary in this city,
