From C. J. Gilroy's Annual Report of Cheese Sold 

in Connection with B. D. B. Trade for 1906, 
Commencing May 1 and Ending Nov. 30.

AboutTotal number of white cheese regis­
tered and sold on the the board was 
70,215, at an average price of 10.667c. 
Cash paid for the goods $602,722 95.

Total number of colored cheese 
registered and sold on the board was 
94,919, at an average prie- of 10.715c. 
Cash paid, $803,278.25.

Total number of white and colored 
cheese registered and sold on the board, 
waa 165,184 boxes.

Total number boxes of white and 
colored cheese sold on the “curb"' 
81,640, at an average price of 10.679o. 
Cash paid for same, $704,640.05.

Total number boxes of cheeee, board 
and curb, white and colored included, 
was 246,814.

Taking a low average of 80 lbs. per 
box ot" cheese, we have a grand total of 
19,745,120 lbs. At the average prices 
obtained for each lot, as given, we 
have a grand total ot $2,110,641 25. 
Surely these are interesting figures for 
the honest dairy farmer, whose product 
was sold under the able management 
of B. D. B. Trade.

Referring to the question of which 
line of action paid the best, using the 
public board, the celebrated curb, or the 
telephone, to get best possible results, 
we learn from Mr. Gilroy's report 
that white and colored cheeee on the 
“curb" sold for 12/1000 of a cent 
than white alone on the board sold for. 
Colored cheese as registered and 
sold on the board ha-l a lead of 26/1000 
of a cent over curb sales of white and 
colored.

Again we notice that white and 
colored cheeee oombined, as soid-on the 
sales board, had a lead of 12/1000 of a 
cent as compared with the “curb” and 
other crooked places. It will thus be 
seen that same of our cheese men are 
tike the small boy who plays marbles 
on the curb until he loses hie pennies 
and marbles also. Mr. Gilroy, in his 
annual report, gives an interesting

comparative statement between the 
first year ’§ operations on B.D.B. Trade 
as compared with season of 1905.

Commencing with the season of 
1880, which was the first in the history 
of the board, we find that there 
total of 16,821 registered and sold. 
Estimating the weight to be 65 lbe. per 
box, we have a grand total of 1,027,865 
lbe., for which a cash payment of 
$108,232.16 was made, and as a matter 
ot" fact the fathers in the industry 
sidered that these figures were very 
interesting in their day. Compared 
with the month of May, 1905, which 
has the smallest offerings of the year, 
we find, however, the cash returns for 
it were $150,864 40.

One more comparison is made by 
the 8ec. Treas. to illustrate the growth 
of the cheeee industry. One week's 
offerings, viz., October 21, 1906, 14850 
boxes of cheese, 1,188,000 lbe, 
sold at lie for white, ll^c for colored 
goods, showing a cash return for the 
benefit of all parties interested of 
$131,765.00. 
indeed.

A very important question presents 
itself to the dairy farmer and his 
family. How long will this line of 
success continuel To the exporter 
of cheese on this side of the water, 
and the ever active importer on the 
other side of the ocean we turn for an 
answer, and the answer given is in a 
nut shell. Just as long as you can im­
prove the quality and give us goods that 
can be handled at a small margin of pro­
fit, and thus encourage quick consump­
tion of the make. Every dairy farmer 
must assist in the future, as he has in 
the past. Produce milk in larger 
quantities and as much better in 
quality as may be possible, and 
remember that the 20th century is an 
age of progress, competition, and 
expansion.
