There are two kinds of food—pro-
teins, with which the body is buiit up,
and the growing hoy needs as much of
these as the fuli-grown man, often
more; corbohydrates, which are the
fats and sugars and starches that sup-
ply heat and energy.

The boy’'s protein food need not all
be meat. Dr. Barnard says ‘it is bet-
ter that no small part of this nitroge-
nous food come from milk and eggs,
cheese, beans and peas, If he has
plenty of these rich and relatively
cheap foods he will not crave meat so
inordinately as some growing boys
do,” Dr. Barnard continues:

“The boy needs a large quantity of
carbohydrates. That is why his de-
mand for bread and butter is limited
only by the supply at hand; ang when
he uses almost as much butter as
bread, do not stint him. By the pound
butter is expensive, but it ig Pure,
wholesome food, and he can yge jt
readily. It will not make him ill;
quite the contrary.

“And do not be afraid of sugar anq
sweet foods, Sugar is a true concen-
trated food. Give him candy for des-
sort.  He craves it and his craving s
natural, not abnormal.

“The boy’s instincts will lead him to
choose the all around diet he needs,”

ZEPPELIN AIR CRAFT.

——(—
Aluminum Girders and Hoops Line
These Monster Balloons.

The technical details in the construe-
tion of Zeppelin aircraft are explain-
ed in a journal called the Aeroplane,
The visidle exterfor part of the Zep-
pelin is merely the cloth or fabric cov-
ering of the framework, which consists
of sixteen girders made of very thin
aluminum. The girders run from emd
to end of the ship, parallel for mest of
their length and turning inward to
meet one another at nos» amd tail,
The cylindrical body of the Zeppelin
may therefore be said to have six-
teen sides on account of the sixteen
girders,

To keep these longitudinal girders,
or/“stringers,” in position there are
tiwartship girders, which run like
hoops around the ship and act like the
ribs of a boat. There are generally
about 18 hoop girders, spaced an
equal distance, one from another, and
they are braced across and across in-
side each hoop to the next by wire
bracing, so that they cut up the
whole skeleton into a succession of
compartments, each of which—except
the end compartments—has flat ends
and sixteen sides,

In each of these compartments is a
gas bag standing on its edge. The
idea is that 1f one gas bag springs a
leak or is punctured by a projectile
only that one bag collapses, and the
weighting of the ship is so arranged
that even if four or five gas bags are
entirely deflated those that remain
will float the ship after all ballast, am-
munition and other non-essentialg
have been thrown overboard.—London
Standard.

PRESTER JOHN.

Monarch of Fabulous Wealth and
Power Remains a Myth.

The general opinion about Prester
John cannot perhaps ,be better sum-
med up than in the cataloguing phrase
“a fabuleus medieval Christian mon-
arch of Aeia.” Thers can be little ques-
tion to-day es to hie fabuious char-
acter; but the persistence of the leg-
end about him is exceeded in remark-
ableness only by the astonishing num-
ber of its variants. It is hard to be-
lieve' that the detailed history of Pres-
ter John, who oecupied such a prom-
inent place in the thought of Europe
for nearly three centuries, ruling over
those vast tracts of country now once
again in dispute, has not some founda-
tien in faet, When it comes, however,
to trying to determine just what the
facts were, the tazk is found to be one
well-nigh impossible,

Whoever he really was, however, his
history partakes of the nature of a
series of tableaux. With wonderful
stage management, the great charac-
ter does not appear at the beginning,
on the stage, He is talked about in the
streets of mediaeval Rome; a myster-
ious person, “‘John, the patriarch of
the Indians,” moves rapidly across the
stage, as it were, in the early years
of the twelftn century, and leaves all
Rome agog with stories of the won-
ders that had been performed at the
shrine of St. Thomas in India, Then,
after much further ta!k of the great
Christian kingdom in the East, Pres-
ter John makes his appearanct., He is
“a king and a priest.” He dwells in
the “extreme Orient beyond Persia and
Armenia, a Christian, albeit & Nestor-
ian, who had set out from his distant
kingdom to fight for the chureh at
