M. Cumming, secretary
of the Nova Scotia Department of Ag
riculture, declared that Nova Scotia
produced only  two-thirds of the eﬁs
consumed and 'sold in the province.

try produicts in Nova Scotia at $1,380,000.
Dr. Cummming declared that 1,500,-
000 dozen eggs worth over half a mx)\hon
arg, was imported into Nova Scotia
every year and in the course of his re-
marks strongly advocated further de-
velopment in the way of cold storage
plants to stimulate production.
“No_ accurate es are obtainablé
respecting «the total importation of eggs
into Nova Scotia,” said Dr. Cumming.
*“There are six large firms engaged in
this . The largest of these firms,
I am advised, imported last year 40
cars oomaimng on the a 300
crates of 30 dozen eggs, or in all ,000
dozen. Assuming that the other firms
did an equally big business, the total
importation into Nova Scotia would
be 2,160,000 dozen. However, I think I
am within the mark when would
place the importation at about 1 500,000
dozen. If this - calculation is nght, it
would appear that Nova Scotia pro-
duces about 4,000, dozen eggs and
lmport.s about 1,500,000 dozen.
