Dominion Pnillament.

(Held over from last week.)

During the evening session, on Tues 
day, Hoo, Mr. Blair moved the house 
into committee on the Grand Trunk 
end Drummond County railway deal. 
He made a two hoars’ speech, defending 
the Government’s actions in this matter 
and claiming that the arrangement 
would be of advantage to the country 
Hon. Mr. Footer said Hon. Mr. Blair’s 
speech was at the beet an apology, and 
was mostly a declamation. The min­
ister had discussed everything else bnt 
the things that members most wanted 
to know. The house wanted to know 
where the additional traffic which alone 
would justify this transaction was to 
come from. The bouse was told there 
would be so many tone of ad­
ditional traffic, so many additional pas- 
sengers, so much more earnings, with 
out being told where the traffic and 
travel was coming from, and what rea­
son there was to expect it. The minis­
ter gave no business grounds for the 
transaction. This contract was signed 
one month ago, and though the govern­
ment had been asked again and again 
to bring down the information about it, 
nothing was communicated till within 
two or three days before the day fired 
for the end of the session. Then we 
learned that after the minister had 
bought the road and signed the con­
tract he sent out engineers to examine 
for the first time the property 
he had acquired. Mr. Foster 
then analyzed the contract, showing to 
start with the government was incur- 
ring liabilitiee equal to seven and a 
quarter million for the mere right to use 
certain roads. What, said Mr.Foster,, 
do we get from the Drummond Rail­
way Co, or rather what do these happy 
people get from ‘ne? Mr. Blair givee 
them one hundred thousand more than 
even he eaye the road coste, but this 
company has received eight hundred 
thousand dollars subsidies. Minister 
Blair had bought back the govern­
ment’s own subsidies, giving bis friends 
a margin of profit besides. Mr. Foster 
went on to show that this route could 
not do business with St. John, for 
though Mr. Blair claimed he never con­
sidered the mileage he would find that 
shippers would consider the question of 
dietaoce if be did not. Mr, Foster 
proved that Halifax, St. John and other 
distributing «wntros in the Maritime 
Provinces had a shorter route from 
Montreal than tbie would be. All that 
was left to justify the contract was 
through the export trade. If this traf­
fic originated on the Grand Trunk that 
road had the shorter route of its own to 
Portland, Maine. If the traffic origin­
ated on the Canadian Paeific that line 
had the shorter route both to St. John 
and Halifax. True, tBe Intercolonial 
might reduce the rates lower than these 
shorter lines, but that meant an anre- 
muüerative traffic and an addition to 
annual Charge incurred by this con­
tract. Hon. Mr. Foster concluded an 
able arraignment of the contract and 
renamed Lie seat At 11,30. At two 
o’clock Wednesday morning a motion 
that the hooee go into committee on the 
bill was pnt and carried by a vote of 91 
to 47. Two. government supporters 
voted agains't the contract, namely, 
Messrs. Monette and Angers, and 
three opposition members voted for 

namely, Messrs. Pope, Moor*,

thousand acres of coal lands. Mr. Blair— 
Fes. Mr. Foster—They get them for no 
thing then. Mr. Blair would not give into 
that, bat he heard that the company had 
spent Some money. Mr. Blair spoke for 
so hour and a half, eloeing with a panegyric 
on British Columbia, the visit to which had 
made him prouder of Canada than he had 
ever been before. He epoke at times with 
almost hysterical fervor, but was heard 
by his followers in dead silence, except for 
a alight round of cheers when he said he 
was prond of Canada. Sir Charles Tapper, 
who was speaking at recees, said he heartily 
agreed with much that Mr. Blair had said. 
The late government had been impressed 
with the idea that this railway connection 
ought to be made. The Liberal-Conserva­
tive party did not change its policy when 
it went into opposition, and wae disposed 
to assist this enterprise to the extent that 
the late government proposed to do it. 
The late government professed to grant 
$5,000 per mile for this road, to which 
it was proposed to add three and a half 
per cent, loan of twenty thousand dollars 
per mile. Sir Charles said that from the 
first he had opposed the government own 
erehip of this railway. And he wae rather 
alarmed when he learned that Mr. Blair 
came back from British Columbia with his 
mind made np to construct this line as a 
government work. He wae not sure that 
Mr. Blair had not hie syndicate made too. 
Concluding in the evening, Sir Charles 
argued that the proposed contract would 
cost the country all thousand dollars 
mile, or In all nearly three million» more 
than the late government proposed to pay 
for it. He held that the loan at three per 
cent, would not cost the country anything, 
He did not value aa high aa the ministers 
seemed to do the great concessions that the 
country was supposed to have obtained 
from the C. P. R. However, he would be 
willing to assume that the government had 
made what the ministers thought their beet 
bargain. Sir Charlee agreed with the min­
isters that the road ought to be constructed, 
and that the Canadian Pacific company 
were the proper parties to build it. And 
while he would not aay that the government 
had made the beet bargain possible, he 
would not oppose the proposition, After 
Mr. Mclnnis, liberal from British Colom­
bia, Mr. Rogers, patron, and others, had 
opposed the measure. Mr. Foster said it 
wae evident that the government had no 
intention that ap intelligent discussion 
should take place. Within twd or three 
days of the close of the session a three or 
font million dollar measure is brought 
down, when members are going away, and 
those that remain were not informed what 
wae the character of the route and what 
the probable cost of the road would be. 
Mr. Foster said that he did not condemn 
the proposal of the bulidipg pf this railway, 
but be had serious objection to this way 
of dealing with a question of thie magni­
tude. Mr. Taylor compared the proposal 
with the liberal platform which it contra­

Mr. Macdonald (King's). — I 
wish to say a few words on this item 
which affects the whole'country, bnt 
affects very specially (he province 
from which I come. I regret very 
ma h that the Government has seen 
fit to take the duty off corn. A duty 
of 7J cents a bushel has been left on 
corn for distilling purposes, but corn 
coming in for other purposes is free. 
I think the Government will find it 
a very difficult matter to collect the 
duty on corn brought in for distilling 
purposes. There is nothing to pre­
vent a farmer selling his corn to a 
distiller and replacing it with im­
ported corn. I believe, the con­
troller of Customs will not be able to 
follow that corn even so far as to 
prevent the farmer from selling the 
imported corn to the distiller, As 
the Finance Minister pointed oat last 
night, it is a very difficult matter to 
collect duty op articles which are 
free for one purpose and dqtjable for 
another. J am sure it will be found 
so in the case of Indian corn. A 
large quantity of the coarse grains 
are grown in this country, not only 
enough for home consumption, but 
enough to give us a large quantity 
to export likewise. So far gs Prince 
Edward Island is concerned, for some 
years past we have found that the 
home market wag sufficient to con­
sume all our coarse grains except, 
perhaps, a small percentage, which 
may have been sent to Newfound­
land or to tbp West Indies. The 
great bulk of our coarse grains were 
used by the local markets in Nova 
Scotia and Mew Brunswick. Last 
year there was a very large prop of 
oats in every part of the country, 
and especially in the maritime pro­
vinces. The^reeult was that we had 
more thpn was required to stock the 
market that we hove heretofore had, 
and the surplus bad to be shipped 
to Eogland. The consequence wae 
that the price went down so that tbi 
farmers did not realize what would 
((a^E. them for growing the article. 
Prices will be further reduced by the 
importation of a large qnanlity o! 
corn when the duty on corn is re 
moved, We find that in 1878 we 
imported #3,336, 19 worth ofoor., ; 
in 1894 we imported only #683,877 
wrrth. 1'hst means thot the place 
of #2,851,742 worth of com wae sup­
plied by the co-ree grains grown ir 
our own ccun ry. My contention 
is that (he admission of free corn 
into this country wil# have the effect

of alill farther depreciating the price 
we hare bed fÇY (lé lsrge quantity 
of qoaise grains grown in our coun­
try. While free corn may be of 
son!* 'advabtage to 'tbe farinera who 
are large stock feeder > and are able 
to "taire’Mivantage of it,' thS'jjfreat 
mujority of the .poorer farmers of 
this country cannot sffdrd to grow 
oats, which they must grow, and sell 
hem for 20 cents or 22 cents a 

bushel and then import corn from 
the United States, wi ere 2,151,000,- 
000 of bushels of corn is 'grown. 
It may be of some small advantage 
to the large feeders, but the general 
farmers and the poorer classes of 
people who really have more need 

f legislation in their favor than the 
large and wealthy farmers will not 
be able to lake advantage of it in any 
sense. I know sufficiently of my 
own country to say that, and I know 
what I am talking about. Now, Sir, 
there is much more corn grown in' 
this count! y, many times over, as I 
understand it, than would supply 
what is required by the distillers of 
this country. As I said before, there 
is nothing to prevent our farmers 
selling the corn that they would use 
for their own feeding purposes, to 
tbe distillers, and importing Ameri­
can corn to replace what they sold 
to the distillers; so that really, so 
far as I can see, it will not be pos­
sible to collect any duty from the 
corn that is required for distilling 
purposes. It was stated here the 
other night that the farmers require 
free oorni For my part, I do not 
believe that anything like the ma­
jority df farmers are asking for or 
require free corn. The hon. mem 
her for Frontenac (Mr. Rogers),
I think it was, said the other nigh:, 
“ that the farmers were getting on a 
little too fast for their own good.” 
Now, I must say I think this item 
of free corn is going to prevent 
them from progressing; I believe 
myself it will be a retrograde move­
ment ratter than otherwise. It is 
well known that corn is not a good 
article for making pork. I know 
that pork made from corn is not as 
gyod as pork made from barley, oats 
and peas ; and the effect of bringing 
in corn free means the depreciation 
of the value of the pork that is made 
in this country, To substantiate 
that, I will read an extract from a 
letter written by one of tbe heads of 
•me of the large pork-packing estab­
lishments in Canada, in which he 
says:

“ With respect to fpee corn, ave 
are very much pleased that this mat­
ter is receiving the attention of a 
good many members of Parliamen.t 
at present. The fact of corn being 
admitted free is a serious matter to 
the pork-packing industries of Can­
ada, as, if imported largely into this 
country and fed liberally to hogs, it 
will seriously interfere with the 
quality. We may say we have not 
bought any hogs in the counties of 
Essex and Kent daring the last two 
or three years, the reason being that 
tbe quality of the hogs is not suit­
able to make fancy export bacon, 
and, therefore, we have refused to 
buy them, and the quality, aa we 
understand it, is caused by the farm­
ers feeding corn instead of mixed 
grain, and is followed in all other 
districts in Canada, and, therefore, 
if oiher districts would import corn 
largely and commence feeding it 
liberally, (he results .would be seri­
ous, not only to the packers, but to 
the farmers generally in Canada 
In thie connection, a large Chio-go 
packing house writes, under date of 
January 14, 1897, as follows” :

f* It has been suggested that the 
Canadian farmer feed his hogs corn. 
This is tbe most fatal step he can take. 
It would not alone undo the work 
that has been donp during the past 
ten or fifteen years in educating him 
how to raise hogs fit for export, but it 
would reduce tbe value of the hogs 
fully one-third. As we understand it, 
you raisg too many hogs now that are 
unsuitable for export to supply your 
own domestic trade. If you intro 
duce corn as the staple article of hog 
feed, you do not increase your dom­
estic outlet any, but you decrease the 
percentage of your product which can 
be exported by putting yourself on 
the same basis as tbe States ; in other 
words you are giving up a good mar­
ket, where yogr goods bring a pre­
mium, to compete in a market where 
you have not a ghost of a chance. At 
present your bacon compares favour 
ably with both tbe Irish' and Danish 
product, and you have established a 
reputation for quality which you 
must maintain at any cost. This 
cannot be done by substituting corn 
for other grains. As a citizen of the 
United States, of cpyrse, I should 

to see Canada opened up to re­
ceive our products, but, looking at it 
from thg standpoint that you must 
look at it from, I cannot see one fea 
ture in it to benefit either the Can­
adian packer or farmer.”
Now, if this is the case, and I have 
no reason tq cjoubt it, I think it would 
be very detrimental to fhe pork pack­
ing business of Canada, wh.cb is you 
may say, iiftts infancy, is only getting 
under way, but is going to grow to 
large proportions if it is piqperly fos 
tered. Our province of Prince Ed­
ward I.-land, although a small one, 
can grow an immense quantity of 
pork, and I dare say, more propor 
tionately, than any other part of Can­
ada. We can grow coarse grains nec­
essary to make the best pork that can 
possibly be made anywhere in the 
world. Our people are giving their 
attention largely to the growth of

pork and are very successful in it. A 
large packing establishment is being 
built there now on the most modern 
system. I think that it would be a 
retrograde step if we were to allow 
the quality of our home-grown pork 
to be deteriorated by allowing free 
corn to be imported into this country 
to feed hogs, and to take the place of 
the coarser grains that make much 
better pork than corn would make.
I may say further that we have a large 
local demand in the lower provinces 
for our pork, which, I am sorry to say, 
has been greatly interfered with by 
some of the changes that have been 
made in the tariff. The coal and 
iron industries have been growing up 
in the maritime provinces, and these 
consume large quantities of our pork. 
The people of New Glasgow,London­
derry, and the surrounding town are 
large consumers of the products of 
our farms, and afford some of the 
best markets for our pork, beef, and 
such like products. Now, Sir, I re­
gret indeed to find that, owing to the 
changes made in the tariff, a circular 
has been sent to the employees in 
these different industries notifying 
them that io per cent of their wages 
is to be deducted in consequence of 
the reduction in the proctection that 
has bithertoo been given to the manu­
facture of iron, particularly in the 
county of Pictou. Now, fault has al­
ways been found with us that we did 
not give under the National Policy a 
home market to oqr farmers for the 
stuff they grow on their farms. We 
did not furnish them with a home 
market, and those who did not be­
lieve it before will soon be made 
painfully aware of it when they find 
that the home market they had for 
the past two years and which was 
steadily growing, is to a large extent 
taken away from them in consequence 
of tbe reduction in tbe duty on iron 
which has already begun to result in 
the lowering of the wages of tke lab­
oring men in the localities that I 
have mentioned. I regret that tbe 
Government has not seen fit to con­
tinue tbe duty on corn. If we did 
grow enough of these coarse grains in 
our own country, I could readily see 
that there might be a necessity for it, 
particularly in those portions of Can­
ada where it used as food. But 
with us it is not used as food to any ex­
tent. Thank goodness, our people 
can eat something better. But I think 
it is a great mistake on the part of the 
Government to have allowed this duty 
to be taken off corn. I believe they 
will be able to raise very little revenue 
from that imported for distillers, as I 
have already explained. It will be 
very difficult indeed for the Govern­
ment to collect any revenue froni 
that source. Under, these circum­
stances, I must say that I regret very 
much, in the interest of the wBole 
country, that the Government has 
seen fit to admit corn free.
