THE 1107 SEASON.

A Review of the Farming Operations 
During the Season by Mr. Rice 
Sheppard, and an Appeal Tor Sup­
port of the A. F. A.

Truly the summer of 1907 has been 
somewhat trying to the farmers of 
Alberta, as well as many other parts 
of the world, tiie very late spring to 
start with, then very trying weather 
for haying, and worst of all early 
frost, that did so much damage to 
the grain; still with all this against 
us, we have to be thankful that we 
are still batter off than many other 
parts. We have abundance of feed 
for our stock and in some parts of 
the province good grain has been har­
vested, then we have markets in our 
favor ; late . reports from Winnipeg 
state that need wheat will be a bettei 
price than No. 1 hard was last year, 
and at the present time oats are worth 
twice last year's prices. Barley also 
is away up, so that alter all. the d-vs 
clouds are showinig the silver iimng 
and we trust that the year will leave 
us better off than we hod 'easen to 
hope for, a few weens age The result 
of our year’s work will depend n good 
deal on the actions ol „he iarmer We 
have worked hard througn mt the sea­
son eto make a success cf the faim 
and it looked at one time as though a 
good bumper crop would be the result, 
but undoubtedly the frost has reduced 
it to two-third the crop of last year. 
Reports show that a great, shortage 
in the world’s crop for 1907 has to be 
faced, and this means that better 
prices must prevail. Now is the time 
for the farmer to look strictly after 
his business Perhaps the most im­
portant part of it, that of marketing, 
it is no use working and slaving .all 
the year, to get crops, and then slump­
ing them on the market at any price 
Lots of fanners we know need money 
as soon as threshing is over, and feel 
they have to sell, and this fact is al­
ways taken advantage of by the buy­
er. But this season every farmer 
should look for good prices ; don’t be 
too easily satisfied, you may think 
36 cents a good price for oats, and feel 
like selling freely, but take into ac­
count the whole of your crop and you 
will find your oats this season have 
got to pay the greater part of the ex­
penses of the farm.

Thirty-five cents this year is not 
as good as 20 cents last year. We do 
not wish to advise farmers to be un­
reasonable, but taking Winnipeg 
prices, jnst received, oats can be ship­
ped to bring the farmers over 50 cents 
after all expenses, and it is the farm­
er’^ duty to see that lie gets prices 
here that will compare with Winni­
peg, less freight. I have received en­
quiries for car lots already and prices 
on same ; this shows that the demand 
will be above the supply. Any farm­
er Having car lots should before selling 
get prices from the branch of the Al­
berta Farmers’ association. So far of 
the Strathcona branch is concerned 
and in Tact any branch-that is near 
enough to take advantage of the con- 
venienoe, we have provided,-1 wish to 
say that the C. W. C. Co. has decid­
ed to place the loading station on the 
Wye road. At Mill Creek, at the dis­
posal 'of all farmer members of the 
association, at a very small charge 
per car, for loading ; this station is 
provided with bin and scales for 
weighing, and the car can be loaded 
direct from the weigh scale without 
lifting, and we hope farmers will take 
advantage of this offer. All wishing to 
do so write or call on R. Sheppard, 
secretary-treasurer of the Strathcona 
branch, who will gladly give all par­
ticulars re shipping.

Claim* of the Association.
Now that the busy season on the 

farm is over we shall expect to see 
our farmers turn out in large numbers 
to our monthly meetings held m the 
council chamber over Douglas Bros, 
store, Strathcona, the second Satur­
day in each month. We are not sat­
isfied v-ith the number of farmers that 
have taken an interest in the meetings 
in the past, and I must say to you 
who are looking on and playing no 
active part in the association, that 
pou and not the association, are to 
blame if we are not progressing as you 
think we should. Many farmers say ; 
I want to see how they get al ir.i be­
fore I join. Is that a m-nly part ycu 
are taking? Farmers, you don t f<cm 
to realize that none but the farmer 
can fight the farmer’s bottles, s t u 
will find this out sooner ->v later, ayd 
the sooner the better. T>oa t wait for 
the government to run after you »r. 
ask you what you want, but get nito 
line with the rest of ns, and then we 
can say what we want; and by asking 
what is reasonable and just we sh.-ll 
get it. "Not only that, but at otr 
meetings we can learn auen by com­
ing in contact with each (,the'-none 
of ous know the whole thins, il we
think we do, we are much mistaken.
We have many problems to 1-ann , 
and we want your views on tnern, you 
can help us, it is not -ight for you to 
leave the work to a few officers a,£ 
kick at the end oi the year s work. II 
you think things should have been 
done that are left undone, if you tT-nu 
voor officers are not working get after 
them at each meeting and not 
it to the end oi the year. Any farm­
er that has taken "the trouble to read 
the papers must confess that the A. 
F A has already improved the farm­
er’s condition in many ways_ Consider 
the present importance of this associ­
ation and then go still further and 
consider of what importance the Al- 
barta Farmers’ association will be 
when every man of you does h» duty 
and joins the association and stands 
up manfully for its aims and objecte^ 
It should be an easy matter for its 
membership to be doubled Every 
member take it upon himself to get 
another by our next meeting, Satur­
day, December 14th, and members of 
other branches, you do the same, we 
are one and don’t fi«get it.

We Are the People.
But farmers I must say again you 

Bon't seem to realize this. You don t 
H-, up to your opportunities ; you are

CITY IS NOT AT END OF
ITS DEBENTURE TETHER

When the Sale of the Proposed Issue of $850,000 Worth of Debentures is 
Negotiated, Edmonton will Have Issued Only Half of Amount Cha-ter 
Allows. This Year $i,333i735-94 Worth of General Debentures Have 
Been Sold. Before End of Year Amount Will Exceed $2,000,000.

The proposed issue oi $850,000 more 
debentures by the city of Edmonton 
as announced at Tue-day night's 
meeting ol the city council has 
brought to the minds of the ratepay­
ers the inquiries as to the total am­
ount of debentures already issued and 
hoW much further the city on it- pres­
ent assessment can go.

Examination of the financial stand­
ing of the city shows that there is still 
a large margin and that even with the 
new issue a sum will be reached only 
a little over one-half of what the char­
ter allows.

How near to the maximum it is ad­
visable to go to/a question for the rate- 
payeTs._to__p<rfi6kier. Many are of the 
opinion that the safety mark is not 
now far distant.

Big Increase Made This Year.
In this connection it may be noted 

that an immense increase in the debt 
was made this year. At the end of 
1906 the debt was only $411,065.01, and 
there has since been added by the 
two sales of debentures a sum three 
times as large or $1,333,735.94.
