Edmonton bank clearings for the
week ending Thursday show increase
of 75 per cent over last year.

The 1807
total was the second largest in the
history of the clearing hoyse.

Immigration Hall and forwarded ‘o
the Immigration Department at Ot-
tawa are about as good an indication
as any of the activity in immigration
circles at Edmonton. The following
is a comparison of last weeks report
with that of the week previous:

The majority of them
are experienced, practical farmers,
men who are prepared to accept con-
ditions as they find them and who
will be sure to make good in this new
country.

*SALE OF SCHOOL LANDS.

William Ingram, commissioner of
school lands for the. three western
provinces of Alberta, Saskatchewan
and Manitoba, with headquertérs in
Winnipeg, arrived in the ecity this
morning -on the C.N.R. and is’ a
guest at the Windsor Hotel. Mr?
Ingram is taking a trip through Al-
berta to arrange for the sale of some
school lands in this province. He
will remain in the city today and will
go south to Calgary and Lethbridge
tomorrow.

Interviewed by a representative of
the Bulletin, Mr. Ingram gave some
interesting informaticn regarding his
work in the West. He stated that
he proposed holding four auction
sales of school lands in Alberia in
the near future. One will be held at
Lloydminster on June 23rd, when
about 125 quarter sections will be
sold. The other three will be held
in Southern Alberta, one at Pincher
Creek, one at Macleod and one at
Lethbridge. These sales will be held
some time during the latter part of
June or early in July.

Good Land for Sale.

The land to be sold in the south

includes some 1,500 quarter sections,

- This area in-
cludes several townships, which were
taken in lieu of the school lands ap-
propriated in the .irrigation belt.
Much of it is very desirable farming
land and should find a ready sale.
The upset price on this property
ganges from $7 to $15 per acre, but it
if¢ probable that, with 'keea com-
petition at the sale, much of it will
sell at from $15 to $26 per acre.

The sale of school lands is provid-
ing a large revenye for school pur-
poses for the province of A\_m«-rtu,
and at the same time engbles incom-
ing settlers to secure suitable lands
at reasonable prices. By the old
schools act, sectieons 11 _and 29 in
every township in Manitoba and the
Northwest Territories were set aside
for the maintenance of schools in
The proceeds from the
sale of these lands is retained by the
Dominion Government in trust and
each province secures, :’nnually,
interest on  this
amount eredited to it dor school
urposes.

o Much Remains Unsold.

In Alberta, practically only one
large sale of school lands has taken
place. This was four / years ago,
when sales were held in all parts of
the provinece. The proceeds of
these were about one million dollars.
Manitoba has already sold two or
three million dollars worth of  her
school lands. Mr. Ingram estimat-
ed, roughly, that there were four or
five million acres of school lands in
Alberta vet unscld, which means,
figuring {'wry conservatively, that the
prevince will receive the interest on
forty .or fifty ‘million dollars for
school purposes when these lands
are all sold.

Before these sales of school lands
take place they are widely advertised.
People come from all parts of the
world, vie wthe land to be sold and
select suitable sections and bid on
them. This form of securing land
appeals strongly to the incoming set-
tler with a little money, as he can
select suitable land and usually get
it at a verv reasonable price.

It iz possible that a sale of school
lands will take place next fall in the
Btettler district. Mr. Ingram now
has six similar sales pending in
Manitoba and a number in Baskat-
chewan. He states that conditions
throughout the West are very good.
The sprifg season .is a little back-
ward, but the people are very opti-
mistic, and as soom as warm wea-
ther sets in he looks for great activity
in building cireles  all throngh 'the
West.,

Mr. Stauffer has had ample opportun-
ity of observing the coming tide of
immigration into the eastern part of
the province. He has also recently
returned ifrom a trip to High River
and Southern Alberta, where most
of the Settlers stop to get their bear-
ings. From his-own observation, the
member for Didsbury says that large
numbers of immigrants are making
their way into the Hand Hills coun-
try, northeast of Stettler, and into the
Lethbridge and Stettler districts, The
latter, he declares to be as good farm-
ing land as can be found anywhere
in the province.

AS TO PATENT MEDICINE STAMPS

The local brahch of the department
of inland revenue has received noti-
flcation tha. the time for giving out
patent medicine stamps has been ex-
tended to May '15th to accommodate
sp.al . drug stores and general storves
thwughout the country.

The act passed at the last session
o. the House i Commons respect-
iug patent medicines, is an important
one. It providgs that every manu-
facturer or importer' of patent medi-
cines shall, before offering anv medi-
cine for sale, proeuire annually from
the minister of inland revenue a num-
bered certificate of registration. The
vatent medicines shall be put up in
packages or bottles and every one of
these shall have the name and num-
ber of the medicine placed upon it
in a conspicuous place, together with
the manufacturer’s name and ad-
dress.

Regulate Patant Medicine .Sale.

The purpose of this act is to regu-
late the sale of patemt medicines and
to guard against the sale of danger-
ous compounds.: The lormula and
samples of all patent medicines sold
in Canada must be submitted to the
inland - revenue department and if
found to ccntain harmful ingredients
the sale will be prohibited. The sale
of patent medicines containing co-
eaine, aleohol in excess, or any drug
included in the aect, the pname of
which is not conspicuously printed cn
the wrapper, is forbidden. The dis-
tribution of patent medicine samples
from door to door is forbiddem. The
penalty for the violation of this law
is $60 and costs for the first offence
and for any .subsequent offence a
maximum. penalty of $500 and a mEx13-
mum penaliy of $100. acd the cancel-
lation of the registration certificate.

Few Stamps Issued.

W. H. A. Lonz. collector of the in-
land revenuel department at Edmon-
ton, stated to a Bulletin rvpre.-vma:ivy
that comparatively few patent medi-
cine stamps have been issued as yet
The stores in the towns and cities ip
this part of the province, where pa-
tent medicines are sold, nearly =all
have copies of the act and have pro-
cured the necessary stamps for their
patent medicine in stock on Mareh
Jst. Many of the proprietors.of rural
drug or general stores, however, are
ignorant of this law as yet. To ac-
commoda‘e these people the time for
issuing these patent medicine stamps
hag been extendsd from April 15th
to May 15th.

The act provides that all patent
medicines in stock on March 1&t, when
the new act came into foree must have
attached thereto a special stamp pro-
vided by the department oi inland
revenue. These stamps may be secur-
ed at the rate of two cents for 100
stamps- from-the collector 0}f intand
revenue of the divisicn within whose
territory the business of the dealer is
located. In order to secure the stamps
the dealer. shall make a' solemn de-
claration ‘regarding .the number. -of
individual packages of patent medi-
cinés he has, together with «the name
or deseription. The stamps are to be
attached to the wrapper of each pack-
age in such a way that the package
cannot be opened without breaking
the stamp.
