The Czar and his party reached Buck­
ingham [Palace at noon from Windsor 
Castle. Immense crowds lined the route 
of the procession from Paddington 
station to the Palaoe. The Czar, the 
Prince of Wales, the Grand Duke Alex5s, 
and the Grand Duke of Edinburgh, oc­
cupied one carriage, and Prince Arthur, 
the Princess of Wales, and the Duchess 
of Edinburgh, another. The latter was 
cheered vehemently, because it has 
been understood lately that there was 
bitterness between her and the Princess 
of Wales ■ v relation to a nnestion of 
rank.

The Duchess of Sunderland gave a 
grand ball last night in honour of the 
Emperor of Russia. The Grand Duke 
Alexis and several members of the Royal 
Family cf Great Britato were present.

None of the objec­
tions usually urged against steam on the 
streets apply to this invention. Explo­
sions are impossible. There is little 
smoke and no noise. The speed might 
bo twelve miles an hour, but is limited 
to six. The metor is attached to the 
rear of the oar, and the driver handles a 
small bar and the usual brake in place 
of the reins. The working of the ma­
chinery is so simple that it can be learn­
ed in five minutes. Ten dummies do 
the work of 180 horses. General Beaure­
gard, the president of the road which 
has adopted the new system, is confi­
dent that it will be adopted all over th# 
country in less than a year.

— A valuable 
horse belonging to James Page, ot Reach 
Township, bit off his tongue while his 
owner was trying to force medicine down 
the animal's throat. Page, thinking the 
horse’s use was ended, gave him to a 
neighbor, but it turned out that he could 
eat and, work as well as ever.

Accident at Kincardine. — A young 
man employed in Fisher’s Foundry was 
seriously injured on Friday, while fixing 
the bearing of a shaft loading to a de­
tached workshop.

The shaft was 
thrown from its bearings, and fell with 
him to the ground, a distance of ten feet, 
making several revolutions in its descent. 
His escape from death seems almost mi­
raculous.

DOMINION PARLIAMENT.
May 15.

The first business after routine was the 
third reading of the Customs Bill.

Mr. De St. George, in amendment, 
moved to go into Committee of the Whole 
for the purpose of striking out the 12th 
clause, which adds a duty of three 
cents a pound to the tax on home grown 
tobacco.

On a division the amendment was lost 
by Yeas 5, Nays 108.

Mr. Baby then moved an amendment 
to go into Committee to strike out the 
c’ause imposing duties on tea and cof-

The amendment was put and lost by 
Yeas 42, Nays 118.

Mr. Baby then moved an amendment 
to substitute an ad valorem duty for a 
specific duty on tea and coffee.

The Speaker decided against the 
amendment, and the Bill was read a 
third time and passed.

The House then concurred in the sum 
voted in the Supplementary Estimates 
for 1873 4.

The Act declaring the Canada South­
ern Railway to be a work for the ge­
neral advantage of Canada, within the 
92nd section of the British North Ame­
rica Act, was then considered in Com­
mittee.

Mr. Dorion’s Bill for the suppression 
of voluntary and extra judibial oaths 
was read a third time and passed.

The Bill respecting the Administration 
of Justice in the North-west Territories 
was read a second time.

Mr. Ross then moved the second rcad- 
ng of his Bill to establish a Military 

College. He explained the whole scheme 
in a very careful and cirbumstantial 
manner.

The Bill was read a second time.
The Bill to amend the Act for the re­

adjustment of Judges’ Salaries was read 
a second time and passed through Com­
mittee.

The Bill amending the Dominion Lands' 
Act was discussed in Committee.

Notes from Ottawa.
Ottawa, May 15.

The Committee on manufactures to- . 
day adopted tile basis of their report. 
They are of the opinion that Canadian 
mf mfactures have suffered Americans 
to make Canada a slaughter field for 
such goods as wc produce, and recom­
mend that legislation will prevent or mi­
tigate this evil. The Committee think 
that the manufacturers have made a very 
strong case in support of their proposal ’ 
that increased protection would not en­
hance the cost of such goods as they pro- . 
duee, to the consumer, if they have not 
indeed conclusively estai dished it. The 
Committee recommend the granting of a 
drawback on all material used in maun 
factoring goods which are exported, and 
the adjustment of the tariff so as to fur 
ther and protect such industries as have 
no more protection at present than the 
duties on the materials used. The|Com- 
mittee also call attention to the unde­
veloped iron mines, and recommend such 
egislation as will stipulate their devcl- 

opement.
Orders will probably appear shortly 

after the session closes for the annual 
volunteer drill. Special-reports are com­
ing in from officers in charge of districts, 
and it is expected that a number of corps 
that have become inefficient will ne re­
moved from the militia list.

Lieutenant-Governor Archibald, of 
Nova Scotia, arrived in town last even­
ing, having come here in obedience to a 
summons from the Parliamentary Com­
mittee appointed to enquire into the 
causes of the Northwest difficulties. He 
was examined before that Committee to­
