Hurst listened to the youngster’s monologue with interest, and evidently 
made up his mind to teach the young man a lesson, for on the first ball 
pitched, although right through the heart of the plate, as Tim afterward* 
confessed, he delivered an ultimatum.

“How’s that one?" the pitcher demanded, turning on Tim.
Looking him over in the most critical way, Hurst responded: "Under the 

circumstances it is a ball. If you hadn’t been so inquisitive, it would have 
been a strike.”

"And that bit of advice was the best thing that could have happened," 
said Hughes.
