Experiments to Secure Hertzian Waves:
Not a Success.
In a recent number of the London
Electrician is an abstract of the. report
of, (C.. Nordman- on his experiments at
the Mont ‘Blanc -observatory for the
purpose of finding out whether the sun
emits ; electro-magnetic rays, -or, .rather,
wiiether such.rays are capable of péne-
trating fo the surface of the earth. Of
course, it is reasonable to suppose that
electro-magnetic - waves of the Hertzian
kind are actually sent out, but it is very
doubtful whether they can reach any
observatory on the earth. In order to
obtain the best conditions, it is*neces-

tion, so-as to escape the absorbing action
of the atmosphere and of aqueous vapor.
The author, therefore, conducted the ex-
periments at the station ot Grands-
Mulets, at an altitude of 3,100 metres.
