It is true
that some persons die in a state of bodily tor-
ture, as in cases of tetanus, that the drunkard
dying of delirium tremens is haunted by ter-
rific visions; amd that the victim of that
most horrible of ali diseuses, iydrophobis, in
addition to those peculiar bodily sufferings
from which the disease has derived its
name, may be in astate of terror Mth:
supposed presense of frightful objects,
which are presented to him as realities,
even to the last. But these and some

other instances which 1 might adduce,
are exceptions to the gemeral rule,
which is, that both _mental and
bodily suffering terminates long before the
scene is finally closed, This as to the
actual fear of death; it seems to me that the
Author of our existence, for the most part,
gives it to'us when it is intended that we
should live,and takes it away from ds when
