With Respect to the Improvements at To

ronto Harbor,

Mr. J. K. Kerr has made a blunder in at
least one of the planks of the platform for
which he asks the support of the electors of
Centre Toronto, He rts that the Govern-
men has neglected Toronto harbor; that the
city has had to pay to tue Govern.nent
$100,000 towards the oost of repairing the
barbor; that many contractors would gladly
do the whole work for the priuwe which the
city alone paid; that other harbors were re-
paired for nobhin&i)bhu therefore the present
supporter of the Government shoula be re-
jected and be elected to look after Toronto.

He forgets that his party condemns the re-
pairs made to other harbors as means of pur-
chasing constiiuents, But, aside from the
boodling aspect of the question, history is
against him. It was not the Goveruwent of
Sir John Macdouald, buv that of his own
friends, that of Mr. Mackenzie, which re-
fused to do anything to the harbor. In 1877
Mr. Morgan Baldwin, the present harbor
master, at that time a member of the City
Council, got up a petition representing that
there was danger of the Island being washed
away and praying tbat the Island should be
preserved. The petition was presented by
Mr. 8. Platt, one of the city members. Mr,
Mackenzie, himself Minister of Public Works,
sent up his eugineer, Mr. Kingsford, who
réported adversely to the petition, and Mr,
Mackenzie’s Governmeut refused to do any-
thing excegziui{a little dredgzing at the west-
ern gap, r. Kerr does not tell that part of
the story.

A’ few years later, a Conservative Govern-
ment baving come into power, Mr. James
Beaty, the Mayor,and Mr, Baldwin, the har-
bor master, went again to Ottawa and asked
that ‘a foreign and therefore unprejudiced
engineer should be appointed to determine
whether the harbor needed repairs. B8ir
Hector Langevin appointed the celebrated
Capt. Eads, who reported that the Island
must be preserved.
