In the course of the de-
bate Mr. Langlier said that some of the so-
translatois  understood meivhec
‘French nor English and were totally in-
competent for the work which they were
wupposed to do.

Amendment of the Franchise Act,

Sir John Thompson, in introducing the
bill to amend the Franchise A.ct.,_ briefly
sketched its provisions. Its principal h‘i
tures were, said the Premier: \

First. In reference to the revision of the
present year to bring into force the pro-
yisiong of the Redistribution Act of 1892,
It will follow that the revision of theipre-
sent year will be made on the basis of the
constituencies, as rearranged by that act,
athough the act would not come into
force until the éxpiration of the present
Parliament, bat it is the daty of the Gov-
ernment to see that the constituencies shall
be ready for a general election, so that
while it is possible that there will be an-
other revision next year and before a disso-
lution, we must keep the constituencies in
@ position to have the vote taken at any
time. 1n making this revision care must
be taken thas polling’ sub-divisions
shall mov run from the old
o the new constituencies.  Therefore
if a by-election should take place in any
of these constituencies in the meantime
the list of electors for the constituencies
can be made from the sheets of the con-

" stituency as it now stands, so that the two

principles can be beld in view in the one re-
vision.
Based On the Provinecial Lists.

A change has been proposed also in the
basis in that the basis of the franchise
shall be -adopted from the fran-
chises  of the several provinces.

Hon. Mr. Laurier: Hear, hear.

While he admitted this was.a new de-
parture it was not at all a surrender of any
principle for which the Government had
contended in the past. The practical differ-
ence between the provincial and Dominion
franchises are now so few as torender it not
worth the expense of keeping them up
separately, and the-adoption of a common
system tor Local Dominion purposes
has the r ddtion of y, which
was not peculiar to the system which has
been in vogue for the past few years.

This new system should be available for
yearly use, and while some difficulty and
labor will be: experienced in the prepara-
tion of the first list the bill will so simplify
the system as to make future revisions easy.
These  difficulties would be partly caused
because the present lists were three years
old.

Revising Barristers Retained.

The great principle of the act of 1885,
however, namely that the revision shall
be made by officers under. the control of
Parliament had been adhered to in the bill,
first as regards the franchise itsélf and
secondly as to the carrying out of the fran:
chiselaw the principle 1s m#intained thatthe
elections to the Dominion House ought not
be under the control, as regards franchises,
of the officers of any other than the federal
authorities,

Laurier Objects to the
risters,

Hon. Mr. Laurier would mnot taunt
the Government

with surrender, but
would congratulate

them upon their
new departure. Faurther, it was _a

matter for congratulation that the prin-
ciple was hereafter to be maintained of
baving the ‘lists constantly in readiness.

wider Than the Provincinl Franchise.

In reply to a question by- Hon. Mr. Mills
the First Minister explained that the pro-
vincial ligts could not be regarded as con-
clusive, for it was proposed that persons
who might have applied to the
provincial officers and been rejected
may apply to the Dominion officer to be
put on the federal list if able to establish
his qualification.

No Redistmibution in Quebec,

“Hon. Mr. Laurier wanted to know what
the Government had decided to do about
the proposed Quebec redistribution. He
understood it had been dealt with at the
caucus in No. 16. :

Sir John Thompson was atraid he would
have to disappoint his hovorable iriend
by informing him that there would be
no - re-arrangement of the Quebec consti-
tuencies, with which Mr. Laurier was so
dissatisfied, before next session. [Laughter.]

Hon. Mr. Laurier: Oh! it won’s break my
heart.

koughnet’s mode of conducting the business
of the office he would have recommended his
dismissal instead of his superannuation.
‘The charges-in the department had been in
the direction of economy and $12,495 a
year had been saved by the changes con-
sequent on Mr. Vankoughnet’s superan-
puation, besides which the affairs of the
department were better conducted.
The Opposition Abused the Supérannua-
tion Act,

The debate was continued by Sir Richard
Cartwright, Messrs. Casey and Scriver.

Hon. Mr. Foster briefly replied, point-
ing out that if there ever was a
period when the Superannuation Act was
abused it was when the Opposition were in
office. During the five years of Grit rule
the average time added was 53 years, while
in the last five years an average of only 20
years had been added.

At 10.45 the members were called in and
the House divided on Mr. McMullen’s
smendment, which was lost—yeas 55, nays
91. The House went into supply at 11
‘o’clock, taking up the quarantine votes.

In the Senate to-day Senator Ferguson
delivered & three hour speech ‘on
Prince Edward Island affairs, deal-
ing with the tuanel -and other'questious,
At the evening session a number of private
bills were advanced a stage and the trade
clauses of the Insolvency bill were further
considered. The bill has been amended so
as to confine it to traders, and to-morrow
the term trader will be defined.

‘The Velunteers of 1837-8.

In answer to questions by Mr. Mc¢Lennan
re recognition of the services of the volun-
teers of 1837-8, Hon. Mr. Patterson said it
had been decided that the question was a
matter which affected the old - province of
Upper and Lower Canada. It is not the
intention of the Government to give effect
to alleged promises made by Sir Francis
Bond Hgnd. There is no record that those
promises were ever made; if made, they
should be carried out by the Government
of the Provinceof Ontario, which province
was responsible. The records of the
Legislature of Ontario show that
the sum of $4000 was voted to
the family of the late Colonel Baidwin
to compensate them for the expenses
during the troubles of 1837-8. There was
also the sum of $2000 paid to the family of
one John Montgomery, also authorized by
the Government of the Province of Ontario.
No demand has at any time been made by
the Government of the Province of Ontario
upon the Dominion Government to be re-
couped for. their expenditures on behalf of
Col. Baldwin or John Montgomery, and
that is taken as an additional ground for
thinking that the Ontario Government is
the proper source to look to for recom-
pense to any of the volunteers from-that
province who served during that period.
The Government disclaims any responsibil-
ity in this matter, and ‘while they “appre-,
ciate the.noble services of the old veterans,
and that it 1s not within theiF power
to ask this Parliament to appropriate any
sum in recognition of their very great ser-
vices to the crown, still they trust that
the veterans will avail -themselves of the
opportunity afforded and the precedents
that have been established to apply to the
Ontario Government to be recognized by
tham as they should be recognizeg.
Commissioners to the Colonial Conference,

Hon. Mackenzie Bowell, Minister of
Trade and Commerce; Hon. G. E. Foster,
Minister of Finance; Sir A. P. Caron, Post-
master-General, and Mr. Sandford Fleming,
C.M.G., have been appointed Canadian
Commissioners to the Colonial Conference,
the opening of which is at present fixed for
next Thursday. It is understood
that the same course will be adopt-
ed as wes . followed at the
Colonial Conference in London in 1887, and
where the matter under consideration by
the conference relates specially to any par-
ticular department the “head of that de-
partment will be present and take part in
the discussion. There 18 a doubt whether
the conference will open on Thursday.
The Minister-of Trade and Commerce has
received a telegram from Vancouver stating
that one of the Australian delegates .is ill
and that the delegates will not probably
leave Vancouver before Sunday. If this be
80 they cannot get here by Thursday, and
the opening will have to- be postponed.
The matter will be decided to-morrow.

Charlton in Bad Odor,

The ‘exposure “of John Charlton is not
yet over. The Montreai Gazette of to-day
says he ought not to be any longer a mem-
ber of the House. The Ottawa Journal of
to-night is especially severe on him-and
suggests expulsion. Certainly the feeling
against him was never so strong as it is to-
dag, but that the Conservative party will
go the length of making & martyr of himis
hardly likely. 5 :

A very large excursion from the Counties
of Glengarry, Soulanges and Prescott were
brought in here to-day by the Canada
Atlantic Railway to visit the Experimental
Farm.

NEw YoRE, June 14.—FErastus Wiman
had a haggard, worn look when ' he came
into court this morning. He was accom-
panied by his three son-in-laws, and carried
a four-leaved clover for luck.

When the court was cslléd to order at
10.40 Mr. Wiman’s examidation was con-
tinued. Gen. Tracy asked the witness for
the answer to the letter sent to him by
Mr. Dun on Jan. 12, 1893, complaining
about Wiman’s excessive overdrafts.

Mr. Wiman produced what he said- was
a copy of the answer in question. ]

The letter . was very, long. In it the
writer complained that Kad not his interest
in the business been reduced from 25 to 17

er cent. he would not'have been in such
nancial . difficulties. He also said that
within a short time he would 'be able o
realize on his investments and pay back his
indebtedness.
Drew the Chdck Because He Needed
oney,

General Tracey then took ~up the $5000
Bullinger checki “When you drew that
check had you any intention of defrauding
R. G. Dun & Co.?” “No, sir.” .

“Or Mr. Bullinger?” “No, sir.”

“Why did yon draw the check, then?”
“Well, my account in the office was very
closely watehed, and indeed I deeded
money. I wanted to draw it without hav-
ln%{it show against my account.”

r. Wellman produced and read a letter
written- by Mr. Dun to Mr. Wiman on
Dec. 12, 1881, !in- which the writer an-
nounces his intention of withdrawing the
name of Wiman. from the firm’s name be-
cause of something that had happened.
This mysterious something turned out Lo
be a charge against Wiman that he had
bribed a clerk of the Mutual Union Tele-
graph to steal the Western Union Tele-
graph Company’s contract.

_ Foreman of | the Jury: Did you notify
Mr. Bullinger that you bad gsWn the
check? “No, sir, I did not.”

Ballinger Told Him to Use the Money.

Mr. Wiman said he had known Mer.
Bullinger for a long time, that the firm
usually owed | Mr. Ballinger $15,000 tQ |
$18,000 a year, and that Mr. Bullinger had
told him that he (Bullinger) would allow.
him to use the money. gir. Bullinger bhad'
never given him actual authority to use
his name. { 5

As % the confession of Feb. 20, 1893,
witness said that he had received a tele-
gram from Mr, MacFarland asking him to
call at his office. He dic so and Mr. Mac-
Farland had itold him that he ought to
write some sort of a letter to Mr. Dun,
It was entirely on MacFarland’s suggestion
that the letter 'was written.

The defence then announced that their
ox;mmation of the defendant was at an
end. !

‘' Abject Appeals for Mercy,

Mr. Wellman produced letters written by
Wiman to both Mr. and Mrs. Dun ina
most ahject vein begging for meroy for his
past misdeeds. * These ‘letters -referred to
the fact that against the rules of his firm.,
he had borrowéd $25,000 from the Chemical
National Bank on a note.

After this Mr. Wellman brought out the
fact that shortly after this time Wiman
had taken $35,000 from the tcust fand of
the company, and on a subsequent occasion
$8000. These amounts had been returned
to the firm by, Wiman after it was dis-
covered that he had taken the money.

Diverted $67,000 to Bis Own Use,

Mr. Wellman then made the witness
make some damaging admissions. By means
ot various letters and telegrams written by
Mr. Wiman, and by means of the com-
pany’s books, Mr. Wellman showed and

ot, the witness to admit that during
the year 1891 he had collected altogether
867,000 due the firm and diverted it
to his own personal use. And during this
time the witness was writing to Mr. Dun
telling him that he would not overdraw his
account. The end of the year when the
accounts were coming in, Mr., Wiman had
the full amount charged to his account,
meeting the deficiency with the famous
$135,00C cheque which was drawn by Wiman
when he had a balance of less than $10,000
in the bank.

All through this ordeal the witness re-
mained cool and collected. These sums of
money, aggregating in all $67,000, were
collected in instalments of five to ten
thousand dollars each. <

An Unrecorded $10,000 Transaction,

For instance, .on one occasion Wiman
wrote to the head of the Philadelphia
branch office, Mr. Scranton, that the firm
was very much in need of money, as they
had a big paper bill to pay, and asked him
if he could not conveniently make collec-
tions and send the money onat once. This
letter was followed the next day by a
telegram in which Wiman stated that
Mr. Dun had unexpectedly drawn
$20,000, and that they must have some
money at once. Mr. BScranton sent on
$10,000. Wiman wrote him acknowledg-
ing the receipt of the money, but> did not
have the letter copied, so that there was no
record of the transaction. The money he
converted to his own use. It was not until
the end of the year, although the transac-
tion was madein March, that an entry of
the receipt was made on the books of R. G.
Dun & Co. Then it was made with other
transactions of a similar nature.
Paid Everything With That

Cheque,

During the questions in regard to this
affair the witness remained perfectly stolid,
every now and then saying that he was a
partuer in the hopse and had a right to do
as he wished with the money collected.

«I paid iv all back again, anyway,” he
said.

«How?’ asked Mr. Wellman.

“With the cheque for $135,000,” respond-
ed the witness with a smile.

«But the cheque was bad,” said Mr.
Wellman.

“No it was not,” said Wiman.

“Do you mean to tell the jury that -a
chgque for $135,000 drawn against an ac-
count of less than $10,000 was good?”’

“It might have been. I could have made
it good within an hour if necessary.”

“Why did not you, then?”

“‘Because it was not necessary. Thefirm
did not need the money.”

“But as a matter of fact, the cheque was
never presented, and as far as the firm is
concerned you' have never paid back the
money yon took in that way?’ asked' Mr.
Wellman,

“Yes” replied the witness, ‘‘that is the
case,”

Tie Revelations Shooked KEveryone,

This is only an example of many. The
whole afternoon was taken up with such
testimony. The sums of money taken dif-
fered, but the method was the same in
each case. .

In testifying Wiman had
said vhat the reason he had signed Bull-
inger’s name to the cheque he is accused of
forging was because Mr. Bullinger was in
the habit of lending ~him money. Mr.
Wellman’s first question was:

“Mr. Bullinger were you in the habit of
lending money to Mr. Wiman?”

“No, sir, ] was not. I never lent him
money but once in my life, and that was
the sum of $3000, which I loaned on call.”

“Did you ever give him permission to
sign your name?”’

“Certainly not. I do not do business in
that way.”

Mr. Dun Recalled.

R. G. Dun was then recalled. In re-
sponse to Mr. Wellman’s questions, he said
that he had not known of the note for
$45,000 or the cheque for §135,000 until
the books were examined after Wiman had
left the firm. When he referred” to over-
drafts in his letter of Jan. 12, 1893, he had
known nothing of these matters and had re-
ferred only to the over-draft of $24,000
which had appeared on the books.

Both sides rested at 6.15 p.m.

The case will be resumed at 10 o’clock to-
morrow morning. Justice Ingraham has
limited each side to one hour and a half for
summing dp. Mr. Wellman said that he
would not take balf so long and Gen. Tracey
said that he thought he could get through
in that time. .

MURDERED BY A CANADIAN.

Buffalo’s Ex-City Clerk Shot Down by
George Bartholomew of Victoria, Ons.
—The Murderer Surrenders,

Burraro, N.Y., June 14.—Ex-City Clerk
William E. Deldney, a prominent lawyer
and Democrat politician, was shot in * his
apartments over the Gcld Dollar saloon
about 7 o'clock to-night by George A.
Bartholomew, aged 26 years, of Victoria,
Ont.

T'wo women and a man were in the room
at the time ‘of the shooting, and
up to midnight the police had nov
captured or identified any of them.
At that hour : Bartholomew walked
into No. 1 Police Station and gave himself
up. He told the police that one of the
women in the room at the time of the shoot-
ing was his wife, and the other’s identity
would be made known before morning.

Bartholomew refused to|tell the police
why he shot Delaney, but it is supposed
that he followed his wife to the latter’s
rooms, whére he surprised the trio. Bar-
tholomew told the superintendent of police
that he would have nothing further to say
until the time to engage counsel.

The building where the murder occurred
isin the most prominent partof Main-
street, and the street was crowded at the
time. Delaney’s room was on the fourth
floor and to the rear of the building, so the
shot was not heard on the street.

George Alexander, a bartender in the
saloon, heard the report of the revolver
and ran to the foot of the stairway. As he
reached it a mam with a revolver
in his right hand came flying down the
stairway. He struck the bartender a blow
that knocked him back into the saloon, put
the revolver in his pocket and walked into
the street. There he disappeared and the
police were unablg to find anyone who saw
him after he stepped into the street. - This
man was Bartholomew.

Delaney was taken to the emergency
hospital, where it was found that a bullet
had entered the right side and passed al-
most complétely through the body.

Death occurred within 10 minutes after
the shooting.

A QUINTUPLE TRAGEDY.

Cat the Throats of His Wife and Three
Children and Then Hanged Himself,

CampEN, N. J.,' June 14.—A quintuple
tragedy to-night-startled Cramer Hill, a
suburb. of this city. John Kauffmann, a
Bavarian 50 years of age, cut the throats of
his wife Rosina and his three children and
then hanged himself. The fact that the
shutters remained clogsed all of
yesterday and “to-day excited suspicion.
Justice Schmidt went to the house this
evening, and pulling open the shutters
saw the body of Kauffmann hanging by
the neck between the double doors on
the first front roonr. Further investigation
showed the body of Mrs. Kauffman on a
bed in the middle room of the first floor
clasping her dead infant in her arnms. Up.
stairs in another room were found the bodies
of the 5-year-old twin boys with their
throats cut from ear to ear.

HANLAN'S POINT TO0 BE COMPLEYE-
LY TRANSFORMED.

A 10-Acre Park to Be Xstablished With
Handsome Hotel, Picnic @rounds, a
Quarter-Mile Cinder Track and Com-
modious d s ds—Improv
to Be Completed This Year,

‘Work was commenced this week on a new
park which promises to outshine any of Tor-
onto’s attractions, and on ' which will be
spent over $100,000, &

In all nearly 6)¢ acres of
made land will bs added and this will make
the total area of the company’s property
over 10 acres.

To Move Hotel Hanlao,

The Hotel Hanlan, enlarged to 100 rooms,
will be moved to the southeastern part of the
grounds facing on the lagoou and surround-
ed by commodious grounds. A lawn tennis
court and otber accommodations for guests,
to make it & perfect summer residence, will
be added. »

The whole property will be sodded, and on
the norther portion bandsome athletic
grounds for picnic parties will be located.
A cinder track at least one-quarter mile
in circumference will be laid and swo large
grand stands erected. Band stands,
refreshment pavilions and shelters witl be in |
plenty, and in the centre will be a pretiy:
artificial pond. Promenades will be laid out
all over the Islaud, the Casino and boat-
houses moved to the new water-line and
everything done to make the park a success.
