norships, of which there are six, with
a total pay roll amounting to three
times the salary of the American Pres-
ident, not to mention rent and living
expenses, all borne by the colonies,
These fat posts are invariably given to
noblemen or to important politicians
here, strictly in reward for partisan
services.

Occasionally one of them happens to
make his mark in the colony, but this
i3 by no means the rule, Latterly, in-
deed, they have grown in the habit of
spending only a few months of the year
under the Southern Cross. At the pre-
sent moment only one is at his post,
the rest either having resigned or are
at home here on indefinite leave. The
Colonial Parliaments are meeting this
abuse by cutting down their salaries,
which produces great friction with the
Colon Office.

The rhost reasonable way out of the
difficulty will be, apparently, to merge
these minor executives into a single
Governor-General, as in Canada, and
thus give an imperial lead in the direc-
tion of federation. _Unless this or sun:e-
thing else.is done, and done soon, there
threatens to be a genuine comrlication
which will give the empire a _sharp
wrench. .

TH & CONSUL W +NTONLY KILLED,

Turkey Disclaims Respomnsibility for the
Bedouins Action.

London, June 2,—Isaac H.Ford cables:

The outrage at Jeddah on the consuls
of England, France and Russia is a
very serious affair, Eight Bedouin as-
sassins fired into' the consular party,
deliberately, wantonly. The British
consul was dangerously wounded, and
the Vice-Consul was murdered out-
right; the other consuls. were injured
more or less seriously. The Admiralty
promptly ordered three vessels of the
Mediterranean fleet to Jeddah, which is
the port for Mecca. Turkey claims
sovereignty over Jeddah, but its au-
thority is weak in Arabia.
‘While the crime was committed nom-
inally under the Turkish flag. responsi-
bility for it will be disclaimed. It is
not probable Arab sympathies for the
Turks as oppressors of the Armenians
have anything to do with the outrage,
Lut the incident mAy increase the anti-
Turkish feeling in England, especially
as several gross.afronts have been of-
fered by the police in Moosh to the
British, French and Russian delegates
of the Armenian Commission, and their
servants have been attacked.The Porte
is still dwadling over the reply to the
proposals of the powers on questions
of Armenian reforms. The movement
of the British fleet from Alexandria to
Beyrout, Syria, apparently indicates a
more determined stand by the Govern-
ment; but public opinion in England
supports only languidly the agitation
against Turkey.

British Squadron at Beyrout.
Constantinople, June 2.—Up to mid-
night Saturday the Porte had not re-
piied to the preoposals submitted by
Great Britain, France and Russia, for
reforming the Turkish administration
of Armenia. The situation continues
strained. The ordering of a British
squadron to Beyrout has impressed the
'Turkish political personages.

CHILD INSURANCE.

It s Asserted That It Leads to Murder for
the Inmsuramce Money—No Longer
Any Doubt  of This.

Washington, June 2.—The question of
infantile insurance, which is forcing

'latures in several States, has led to.a
thorough report upon the European
system of insurance of infants and
!young children, which has just reached
the State Department from Dr. Chan-
celior, the American Consul at Havre,
who has given considerable study to
{the subject. It has been asserted per-
|haps rashly ,thinks Dr. Chancellor, that
| the deaths of a large number of infants
lin England and France are due to their
|belng insured, or, in other words, that
children are deliberately murdered for
linsurance money. In France a bonus
lis paid by some municipalities to mo-
thers of illegitimate children to prevent,
it is claimed, the clandestine destruc-
tion of such children, thus to preserve
the offspring as an ultimate source of
strenght and wealth to the body politic.
But no restriction whatever seems to
have been placed upon another and
greater possible cause leading to the
death of many infants, namely, that of
gambling upon the survival of the child
by insuring its life. That the insurance
of infants may be a possible cause of
their death can no lpnger be doubted.
1f parents are negligernt of their child-
ren under any circumstances, the fact
that they are insured would tend to
act upon an evil mind as a direct in-
ducement for further negligence, or if
an infant is inclined to be sickly there
is an inducement to-allow ‘“nature to
take its course,” which it génerally does
in a very speedy manner if the child
has been insured.

In. France it appears that the com-
panies allow policies to be effected by
people who have no insurable interest
in the life of the insured, and no dis-
crimination is made - against illegiti-
mate children. A French official, in
order to collect satisfactory informa-
tion, made a comparison of two.districts
of Paris, thg first, which contained the

containing the greatest
proportion of poor people. The total
difference was such that where 50 died
in the first district 100 died in the 12th.’
There was one birth annually for every
32 inhabitants in the first, and one in 26
in the 12th, and yet there were more
children under five years in the 12tn
than in the first, proving that the pcor
bring forth more children, but preserve
fewer than the rich. But the banefal
effects of poverty are most pa:ceptible
in the greater mortality among the
very young, showing that poverty. ne-
glect and bad diet, which tend to weak-
en the general constitution, should al-
ways be taken into account as a power-
ful factor in infant mortality. Dr.
Chancellor strongly doubts the wisdom
of permitting child insurance in Amer-
fca.
