Raines immediately 
jumped from the iron girder on which he 
wa» standing, to avoid the failing tim­
ber. Before he reached the ground the 
beam struck him and pinned him to the 
earth. " When rescued he was conscious 
and bleeding profusely from the head. 
Drs. Hastings, Outhbertson and Adams 
were promptly on the spot and saw 
the sufferer removed in the ambulance to 
St: Michael’s Hospital.

Here it was found that Raines had 
sustained a serious scalp wound. His 
right shoulder was lacerated and dislo­
cated, and there were lesser injuries to 
the back. Although so seriously hurt, it 
is thought his injuries will not prove 
fatal.
