BAD WRECK ON P. M.
Thirty Killed and Sixty Injured in 

Collision.
Thirty people are dead and sixty injur­

ed as the result of a wreck on the " Mar­
quette Railroad, nehr Salem, Mich., shor­
tly before 10 o’clock on Saturday morn­
ing.

The passenger train was just rounding 
the curve at Washbourne Crossing, when 
it sighted the freight train. Both engin­
eers apparently saw their danger at the 
same moment,, shut off the steam and ap­
plied the brakes.
