TEA! TEA! Cspt W. M. Andrews, secretary ef the 
Canadian Military Rifle League, has just is­
sued the annual circular containing the con­
ditions of the matches this year. It is M 
follows:

I beg to inform you that the following 
dates have been fixed by the Council for the 
League Matches, season 1897: May 16th 
and 29th, and June 12th and 28th.

The Council having decided to discontinue 
the use of the Snider rifle in these competi­
tions, there will be but two series, '
Lee-En field and Martini-Henry rifle (ranges 
200, 500 and 600 yards); 2nd, or Cavalry 
Series, let section, Lee-Metford or Lee-Bo- 
field carbines (ranges200,500 and 600 yards); 
2nd section, Snider and Winchester carbines 
(ranges 200, 300 and 400 yards.”

Teams to consist of 10 men. Entrance 
fee, $10 per team; when more than one team 
from the same organization enter, $10 for 
the first team, and $5 for each additional 
team.

Entries, accompanied by fees, must be 
made to Cspt. G. W. Cameron, treasurer 
C.M.R.L, Poet Office Box 267, Montreal, 
not later than April 16th, stating which 
series such entry is for.

Prizes in sterling sliver; -pictures, 
well as championship badges, will be given 
by the League, also 1st and 2nd class marks­
man’s certificates (suitable for framing), to 
those who make the necessary percentage of 
marks in the four competitions. These cer­
tificates are issued by authority of the De­
partment of Militia and Defence, and signed 
by the Minister of Militia and the Major- 
General Commanding, as well as by the 
president and secretary of the League.

While his sisters are behaving like ladies, 
with dolls and toys, he grow* rude and noisy 
every day. His childish beauty is usurped 
by a weather-beaten, freckled face, seldom 
clean perhaps, and surmounted by a head of 
hair that always “ needs cutting,” or, has 
just been " cut too short.” His wrists and 
ankles will make unsightly exhibitions of 
themselves, nnlete a father’s purse can meet 
frequent tailors’ bills. His voice grows 
harsh, and manners ungainly. He will brag 
of “ licking big boys,” yet blush like a peach 
when asked to sit down with a guest. Un­
less he can whistle, pound, whittle and kick, 
he is miserable.

What can be done with him? Send him 
to school, and there’s the long vacation! 
Give him the barn to play in, and he may 
break his neck from the hay mow, or set it 
on fire learning to smoke. He can’t fish and 
hunt all the time, neither make garden nor 
pile wood all day.

The more robust, energetic and active the 
boy becomes, the more annoying to all about 
him. He is in his sister's way. It puzzles 
his father, busy with money-making, to 
manage him. He Is angry at the antics and 
follies of which he himself once was guilty, 
and is both ashamed and proud of his boy. 
Mayhap he is unwittingly taught to deceive, 
by constant scolding and fear of punishment, 
and thus afraid to acknowledge when he has 
transgressed, because there is no patient for­
giveness and loving " Ged help you, my boy,” 
awaiting his confession.

The devil improves this time to entice the 
boy to places where he will have a hearty 
welcome as well as full play for his energies. 
Perhaps he has books of obscenity and reck­
less adventure, which he is taught to hide in 
chest or secret drawer, or out in the barn; 
or vicions companions and amusements, 
where no one will remind him that be is 
“ always in the way,” but where his boister­
ous ways and awkward movements pass un- 
re baked. Thus, before he is old enough for 
college or business temptation, has planted 
seed for a harvest of misery to astonished 
friends, who wonder where •• our Charley,” 
that used to be so good and lovable, has 
learned so much wickedness.
