cnces, hase congpired to damp their feehings, datk-
en their prospects, and paralyze theie encrgies,

1a the meanwhile, they are labouning, in secret,
to oppose Christianity, by all insnuer “of elanders
aud calumnies. To counteract these, we are pro-
ceeding with the weekly publication of Ant-lafic
del tracts. ‘These have a very extensive circula-
tion in Calcutia and its neighbouthood.  We have
found the means of freely sutraducing them among
all the pupilsia the Government aud other institus
tions, which exclude rehyion from their course of
tnstruction.  The previous disinibotion of the
wicked Jufidel tracts has excited a curiosity to pe-
tuse those on the other side; and the contrast be-
tween the Jow and abominable style of the former
aau the pure and elevated style of the latter has,
in many instaaces, created a new and mare favor-
able disposition towards Christianity itself, Thus
may it be found that here, as sa othier cases, good
shall be evolved from the threatened evil.  Alto-
gether, the preseut is a remarkable period in onr
transitionary state; and we increasingly feel our
need of divine wisdom, guidance, and yrace, |

Some of our friends having spohen to the ex-amirs
of Scinde, now resident sbout fifteen iles from
Calcutta, as state peasioners, coacerning our m-‘
stitution, they expressed a desire 1o sceat.  Ac-
condingly, Jast Saturday four of them, with ihe
Government oflicials, paid it a visit. They scem-
ed highly gratificd, as thicy hud never scen an En.
glish nstitution before.  The cxercises of the two
or three hundred boys in the gallery pamcularly[
artested their attention.  After tnspecting all the
clusser, and witnessing some cxperiments, they
went away highly delighted.  The youngest of
them, in-particular, exhibited a great deal of intel-
ligent curiosity: and it was hoped that an addi-
tional impulsc would be givea to his mind, in the
way of studying our language and learning. In
showing them our maps and globes, 1t was very
natural and rather aflecting, to unte thie earnests
ness with which they first of all asked to hiave
Scinde pointed out to them—how they traced its
distance from Calcutta, and the sull greater dis-
tance of Great Britain from both. It the rys of
trae knowledge were ultinately to pierce the mind
of any oae of thein, theic full might prove the grea-
tast gain,

‘I'ne present financial year of the Free Church
Mission in Bengal will extend ta “the end of 1845,
and in it, besides all thut hus been drawn from
Scotlund, there has already been received by the
Corimittee for general purpeses of the Mission,
ahout 16,000 ropees; 97,000 supces have been
received from a iriemt in America for the Tibrary :
and upwaeds of 10,000 gipees fr the converts
uilding frot private friends in Caleutta,—prineis
pally in subscriptions of S0 rupecs cach; and
about 00 rupees which were specially contribmted
just prior to the Dicruption, for a Patshala have
since been huirded over with the express assent of
the subscribers, to the Free Church for this pure
pose. 'Thus the total received in fourteen tnonthe
n eash amounts to more than 32,000 rujpees,
valuable picce of ground which belonged to Dr.
Dutfhsas been also made over to the Miseion; and
a large amount of valuable donations in the form
of scicntific npparatus and of books for the lasti-
tution hus also been seceived.
